CHRIST IS RISEN! TRULY HE IS RISEN!

On behalf of the entire community of St.
Nicholas, I greet you: Christ is risen!

Now that we have reached the season of Paschal
joy, let us bask in the warmth of God’s love and
closeness during the forty days between Pascha
and Holy Ascension. As we enter this month of
May, the Light of the Resurrection is still shining
brightly, guiding us toward Christ. Our challenge,
as always, is to receive the light and to live our
lives so that others will also experience Christ.

All through Holy Week, we relived the events
of our Lord’s Passion and Resurrection. It was
wonderful to see our church filled to capacity. I re-
ceived so many compliments on the Holy Week
services, and I heard from many who were here
from Greece that they felt right at home. Our par-
ish does have that taste of Greece! I truly wish that
every Sunday could be like that, but after Pascha
we all must come back to reality. It’s like Palm
Sunday, when Jesus went to Jerusalem for the last
time, and thousands of people went out to greet
him. But when Christ was put on the Cross, every-
one scattered, leaving him alone.

Why is it that when Pascha is over, we forget
about what Christ did for us on the Cross? We too
scatter and don’t return to church until Pascha
comes again. I can’t understand this. The Lord is
with us every day, blessing us, protecting us, giv-
ing us our health and well-being. He is present
when we are joyful and present when we deal with
life’s sorrows. The words “Christ is risen” imply
that something unbelievable for any ordinary hu-
man was actually done. When we say “Christ is
risen,” we are acknowledging the truth that, as
centurion at the crucifixion said, “Truly this was
the Son of God” (Mt 27:54).

These three words, “Christ is risen,” convey
such tremendous meaning. The Lord gives us a
chance every year to remember what he did for us.
Christ died for us because he truly cares about us
and loves us. He didn’t want his children to suffer
a death without any meaning. He wanted all of us
to inherit eternal life, and that is why he gave up
his life and conquered death: to show us that life

here on earth is temporary, and that he has pro-
vided for us a safer home where we can live with
him eternally. For those who understand the
meaning of Christ’s resurrection, these three
words are life-changing. If we have negative
thoughts about dying, these words should give us
confidence that there is something more after we
leave this world.

When we say “Christ is risen”—and we say it
until Ascension—we affirm that we believe in
someone who as God and man smashed the do-
main of death and showed us a path. If we choose
to follow it, that path will lead us to a wonderful
life that never ends. But this also means that there
is alot of work to be done if we want to reach that
goal. There is effort and sacrifice that goes along
with that. Jesus emphasized several important
things we must work toward.

FAITH: Believe and have faith in Christ.
WORKS: Your faith will show through your
works. LOVE: We must love God and love other
people (read Luke 10:25-28), even your enemies
(Matt 5:44-45). PEACEMAKING: Read Matt
5:9. SACRAMENTAL LIFE: We must attend
church and receive the Holy Eucharist (John 6:53—
54). OBEDIENCE: Obey God’s commandments
(Matt 19:16-17). SELF-DENIAL: We must take
up our cross and follow Christ (Matt 16:14-27).
SERVANTHOOD: We must use our God-given
talents (Matt 25:21-30). TRUTH: We must speak
the truth; the truth will set us free in the Lord
(Matt 10:32-33). FORGIVENESS: We must learn
to forgive others (Mark 11:25). BEARING
FRUIT for the Lord: Our good works will bear
good fruit, and we will be rewarded (John 15:1-6).
PERSEVERANCE: Stand firm in what you be-
lieve in and preach it to the world without fear
(Luke 21:19). PRACTICE your faith: We must act
on what we believe.

This is what God expects from all of us in order
to reach our final destination, the Kingdom of
Heaven. If you make these steps a personal pri-
ority, then you are a candidate to receive the re-
ward that God has promised to all his children.
