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Message from Fr. Michael L. Pastrikos
THIS YEAR LET’S THINK DIFFERENTLY ABOUT THANKSGIVING DAY

Have we ever tried to define this word,
‘Thanksgiving’. If we tried to do this we would
need volumes of books to really come to the right
meaning or interpretation. This word “Thanksgiv-
ing” holds the key to our salvation. I truly believe
that Thanksgiving Day is a celebration that is
needed in this world. It is a beautiful occasion
bringing people and families together. God has
blessed us as a Nation. And everyone who stops to
give “Thanks to Him” should have Him on the top
of their lists.

Thanksgiving is not a celebration in which we
compile wish lists and share gifts with or draw up
resolutions for New Years, but it’s a day that we
should look back and say! ‘Thank You’. If we go
on percentages and ratings ‘Thanksgiving” would
probably be on the bottom. Why? Because we are
so busy in our daily life that we neglect to appreci-
ate what God has done for us and what He has
given to us. I’'m going to take you on a journey
back in time, where a small handful of people from
the Mayflower ship who started the custom of set-
ting aside a day of Thanksgiving to their God. They
had no homes, no means of transportation (except

their ship), they had no government handouts or
direction, their only food came from the sea, and
the forest, and they had to hunt or get it for them-
selves. They had no money, and if they did, they
had no place to spend it. They had no amusements,
they had no telephones, cell phones, or I-Pods to
communicate with their loved ones.

But they had something that is slowly dying in
our society. Their assets were, initiative, courage,
willingness to work, and a boundless faith in God.

Let’s look at these words: “Faith In God”. They
sound strange today in a time when the whole
world is in a state of panic and distress. We have
powerful forces that are at work to strip us of ev-
ery reminder that the very foundation of our ex-
istence comes from God and we battle these temp-
tations daily.

So, getting back to our topic, as I expressed
earlier that “Thanksgiving Day” is a distinctive
Holiday. It doesn’t commemorate a battle or
anyone’s birthday. It doesn’t celebrate historical
events, nor do we prosper from it financially, nor
does it have any materialistic value. It’s just a day

that we go through the mechanics and eat the traditional tur-
key with stuffing.

Is that why we celebrate this beautiful and meaningful holi-
day to fill our bellies with delicious food. I hope not!! To some,
it is a simple day that we express our nations thanks to God.
But if we look at today’s society, we are celebrating in a nega-
tive prospective. The more we get the less thankful we be-
come, the less mindful of God we become and the more we
want. In the U.S. we have our traditional customs of decorat-
ing our homes, our streets, our towns, and cities when the holi-
day seasons arrive. And when we travel through the streets, we
all get this warm feeling inside despite the cold or snowy
weather. But would you agree that ‘Thanksgiving” is more
than decorations, more than entertainment, as wonderful as

that feels, isn’t “Thanksgiving” supposed to be about thanking
Almighty God for all the gifts that He has given to us through-
out our lives.

There is a beautiful passage in ‘Psalms’ that describe what
Thanksgiving is. “Shout for joy to the Lord, all the earth. Serve
the Lord with gladness; come before Him with joyful songs.
Know that the Lord is God. It is He who made us, and we are
His, we are His people, the sheep of His pasture. “Enter His
gates with Thanksgiving and His courts with praise; give
thanks to Him and praise His name. For the Lord is good and
His love endures forever. His faithfulness continues through
all generations. (Psalm100).

But how many of us make this their center-point of how we
view the Thanksgiving celebration. There is something about
giving thanks together to God that breaks down the barriers

that bring unity and acceptance between people. Instead of
saying; “Look at what I have” (materialistically speaking), we
should be saying; ‘“What can I do or offer to make this world a
better place to live in’. ‘Can I help the needy, or the less fortu-
nate. Can I help a family that is having a rough time making
it? Can I visit someone that is ill and help him through the day.
Can I pick up a person and take him to church so he can wor-
ship God. There are so many things we can do to change the
environment that we live in.

I like the phrase that is written on some wristbands. My
favorite is: ‘If you where Jesus what would He do! We spend
hundreds, and thousands of dollars on different celebrations
throughout the year, has that changed our attitude towards our
responsibilities or are we wasting our time and energy on
things that can destroy our lives instead of improving it.

Today many of us feel that because our homes are filled with
all the riches and wealth, and our back accounts are secure for
the future, and that we are healthy, then everything is working
out the way we expect it.
