We have to ask
ourselves a few ques-
tions? “What does
Christmas really
means to me?” “Was
Christ Born the way
the Bible states?”
“Who is this Christ child, and why should we be-
lieve in this wonderful story?” For one, these
questions are very dear to me, but on the other
hand very difficult to answer. Whatever I tell you,
it could be biased because as your priest everyone
knows where I will always stand on issues like
these.

But by glancing over these questions, every-
one truly needs to know “The Truth about Christ-
mas”. During the celebration of the Birth of our

Lord, billions of people attend church services
somewhere in the world, celebrating this miracu-
lous event.

Did you know that more people attend church
during the Christmas Holidays, than they do at-
tending any sports ac-
tivity? People all over
the world attend reli-
gious services or ac-
tivities but many of
them, (we must also
include everyone at St.
Nicholas into the
puzzle) that do attend
church services, do not
have any idea why
they attend these ser-
vices. Why do billions
of people all over the
world celebrate the
Birth of Christ on De-
cember 25"? many of
us go to church out of
tradition, some of us
go out of guilt. Many
of us go to church out
of habit, and many of
our Christians don’t
attend at all.

We should have a
message to all those
people to remind them
(why we do what we
do!), why do we get
ourselves out of bed to
come to church? Did
you ever ask your-
selves this question?
Why do we go to the great expense to build
churches, halls, gymnasiums, schools and parking
lots? What purpose is there for us to do all of
these things?

My brothers and sisters, we do all of these
things because of Christ. Let’s not forget that cold
winter evening 2,000 years ago on December 25
a Messiah was born to bring redemption and sal-

vation to the world. If it wasn’t for the Birth of Christ, it gives
me no meaning or purpose even to write this article.

Tell the Disciples, John the Baptist, the prophets that the
Birth of Christ is not true. Tell the people who were healed of
their infirmaries that Christ is a lie. Tell the tons of thousands
who gave their lives for Him. To those who He changed their
lives. How can we erase historical events that happened and
were written before our time. But Jesus stated, “Blessed art
those who have not seen me and yet believe?

During the Christmas Holiday, it gives us all the opportu-
nity to change our ways about Christmas. It gives us the op-
portunity to teach our children that Christmas is not only
about attending shows, parties and sharing gifts. Christmas
should be the way in which we live our lives from now on.
Which means that we need to live our lives in Christ. That’s
what Christmas means to me to have a better relationship with
God.

There would be no need for all these buildings we have, or
all the money that our church accumulates throughout the
year. We would not need the people of the parish to bustle and
hustle to put out fundraisers to keep our community alive.
None of the above would have been needed if it weren’t for
the Birth of our Lord. It’s incredible to see that today in the
21 century, 2000 years later, we are still talking about this
Christ Child that was born of a virgin mother on Christmas
day. How could an event like this continue to wonder our
minds and thoughts? I will tell you why? Because it is a true
happening, a real event that we as Christians believe whole-
heartedly.

Just open the New Testament and you will find the chapters,
which describes this indescribable birth. (St. Matthew’s Gene-
alogy of the Birth of Christ). Matt-chapter 1,2. St. Luke-chap-
ter 3, verses 23-38 and chapter 2, verses 1-7. These chapters
of the Bible tell it all. It gives everyone the information and
insight of this true reality.

Then why is it that in today’s society, we still have millions
and billions of people who do not believe in this event? People
always give the answer “If I don’t see it with my own eyes, I
will not believe”. My brothers and sisters, we believe in many
things today that we haven’t seen in this world, it is impossible
to see or witness everything that happens in this world. Butin
this Nativity of Christ, we can name people who were true
witnesses of this birth. We have Joseph, Mary the mother of
our Lord (how could a mother forget the birth of her child).
We have the wise men, the shepherds who witnessed the birth
of Christ in Bethlehem.

Ask the 14,000 children who were Killed and slain by King
Herod during the first two years of His birth. The relics of
those children still remain as visible proof of what happened
during the birth of the Messiah, Jesus Christ. If we take the
Old Testament, why do the Jews believe in it? From the Book
of Genesis until the book of Malachi, why are these Books true
to their writings and not the Books of the New Testament?
That means that we have a society that picks and chooses
whatever they want to believe. I could go on and give other
references that state the birth from a virgin the Book of Isaiah,
and the Book of Enoch, but this could continue to be written
in other newsletters as reference articles.

But getting back to the main topic of this article, in our
Society, Christmas has a new meaning. We can see pictures of
a jolly old man with snow-white hair and a flowing beard and

today we call him, “Santa Claus”. All the children of the world
are thrilled at the magic tale, as “Santa Claus” becomes more
real to our Society than Christ does.

By some strange coincidence, the idea of Santa Claus de-
veloped in many countries and at the same time was brought
here to America by the first settlers, united in an unprec-
edented manner with Santa Claus becoming the symbol of
Christmas and enlightening a whole world of people to a new
tradition. But what we should be concentrating on is to bring
the real tradition, returning to the real spirit of Christmas,
”The Birth of our Lord Jesus Christ and Savior of mankind”.
But today’s world thinks all together differently. We have
taken religion out of public schools. We have groups of people
that want to deny us the right to celebrate our Major Feasts
days as a nation. Commercialism has invaded the sanctity of
one of the most sacred feasts of Christendom. Today, Christ-
mas is celebrated not because of the Birth of Christ, but more
so for financial reasons. They are using “Christmas” as a fi-
nancial market to gain billions of dollars. We have been guided
by them to follow a mistaken direction.

When you ask a child “What do you want for Christmas?”
they never express the thought of worshipping and glorifying
God. What they always express, I want the most expensive
gift or toy that is on the market. We as parents are not teach-
ing our children what Christmas truly means, we are showing
them what they can make out of this Christmas moment. What
we need to teach our children is that Christ and the church
should be the center of their lives. When we worship our Lord,
we are simply building a life long relationship; we are center-
ing and building a life around God. God didn’t put us on earth
to live a self-centered life. He didn’t put us here for our own
personal benefits. He put us on this earth for His benefit. You
exist for God and not vice versa.

How do we know that God exists? It’s real simple.... just
stop worrying. If you stop worrying about everything, you put
your life out there to all those problems that can destroy you.
That’s the whole interpretation about the Birth of Christ.
Since Christ is in our midst, why worry about non-essential
things...because they haven’t gotten us anywhere in life.
When we cast out Christ from our lives, then our careers, fam-
ily and our money become the center of our lives. So every
time we start worrying about something then we take our fo-
cus away from God. The Bible says: in Matthew 22:37 - ”Love
the Lord your God with all your heart, soul and mind”. This is
the first and greatest Commandment. This means that the
most important thing in life is to know and love God.

But how can we know Him and Love Him if we don take
an active role in coming to church to worship and to glorify
Him. We always find a way to do everything else that doesn’t
concern Christ and the church. Ihope and pray that during this
Holiday season that we come back to follow our Christian
Orthodox traditions. That we attend church with our families
during the Christmas Eve services and on Christmas Day. This
is the only way to experience that Christ is truly in our midst
and that He is the center of our lives.

That’s what Christmas truly means to me. To begin a more
genuine relationship with Christ and to live our remaining
years upon this earth as His true warriors and defenders of the
faith.
