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With the start of the new school year in

September, it is also the start of the New
Ecclesiastical Calendar.  It is another
great opportunity for all of us to recom-
mit to coming back to Church.  I hope
everyone had a restful summer and you
are ready to grow deeper in your faith and
more committed to coming to church
more regularly.  The children return to
school.  In the life of a Greek Orthodox
child, they attend three schools: elemen-
tary, middle and high school education on
a daily basis; the Afternoon Greek Lan-
guage School to learn the Greek language,
heritage, faith, culture and dance of our
motherland Greece; and Sunday School
where our children learn more about our
faith and experience God’s love through
prayer in church and the sacraments. I
encourage parents to enroll your children
in both schools that we offer here at St.
Nicholas for your child’s edification and

growth as an Orthodox Christian.
With that all in mind, we as adults also

need to work on our own edification and
growth and there are two very important
and exciting events I wish to bring to your
attention where I need your help to have
us all grow in our faith.

On Tuesday, September 20 there will
be three meetings back to back.  You are
invited to attend one, two or all three
meetings if you’d like.  The first meeting
from 6-7 p.m. will be to reorganize and
plan the Stewardship program for this
year. The second meeting will be from 7-8
p.m. for all the organization heads to ex-
change calendars and see if there are any
conflicts on dates that need to be worked
out for the next twelve months.  And the
third meeting from 8-9 p.m. will be volun-
teers meeting for other projects and inter-
ests in the Church that need filling, such as
JOY program organizers, other youth
programs and projects, committees for

various church and community commit-
tees etc.  Everyone is welcomed and the
meetings are opened to all.

The second very important event that
I want to share with you now is that our
Archdiocese has created a new depart-
ment, the Department of Outreach &
Evangelism.  This newly organized com-
mittee offers each parish material,
projects and ideas for the enhancement of
the Church’s program of outreach minis-
try.  Evangelism is not just preaching to
the non-Christian in a foreign land.  It is
also witnessing to our fellow man in our
own country, in our own city, in our own
neighborhood whether they are Greek,
French, Russian, African or Asian.  But
before we witness to them we must wit-
ness to our own family, relatives and
friends by setting the example and being
an active Orthodox Christian ourselves.

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This article about the Holy Cross has
been written by Bill Poulos.

The feast of the Universal Exaltation of
the Precious and Life-Giving Cross is cel-
ebrated by the Church each year on Sep-
tember 14.  The Feast commemorates the
finding of the True Cross in 326 by Saint
Helen, the mother of the emperor, Saint
Constantine.

The Feast offers us as Orthodox Chris-
tians an opportunity to meditate upon the
victory over sin and death accomplished
through our Lord’s Crucifixion and to
thank and praise Him for the universal
work of redemption accomplished
through the Cross.  For, not only man but
also all of creation was redeemed by the
Cross, the new Tree of Life.  When man-
kind fell in Adam, corruption and death
entered the world and not until Christ’s
death and subsequent Resurrection was
humanity and the entire cosmos restored
to union with God and eternal life.  Truly
the Cross is Life-Giving.

Christ as our Great High Priest offered
Himself on the Cross and as the writer of
Hebrews tells us, “once for all”… “ob-
tained eternal redemption”. That is,
Christ’s sacrifice on the Cross covers all
sins by all people for all time.  Through
His sacrifice the Lord, as St. Paul teaches
in Galatians, redeemed us from “the curse

of the law having become a curse for us.”
The blood shed upon the Cross cleanses
our sins, heals our corrupt humanity and
restores us to a proper relationship and
communion with God.

According to a pious tradition, Adam’s
tomb lay under the place of the Crucifix-
ion on Golgotha and Christ’s precious
blood shed during His Passion fell upon
Adam’s skull and bones and they were
made alive again.  Whether or not this tra-
dition is literally true it remains a striking
image of the power of Christ’s blood of-
fered upon the Cross.

It is often asserted that Orthodoxy fo-
cuses on the Risen Christ and the western
Church on Christ Crucified.  In fact, it is
much closer to the truth to say that the
Orthodox view the Crucifixion from a
somewhat different perspective than the
West.  Our Church, while not minimizing
the unimaginable human agony of Christ
on the Cross, stresses as well the inner
glory of the Divine Son of God and His ul-
timate victory over the power of Satan
demonstrated by His Crucifixion.

Because of this, the Byzantine Church
has created a rich and highly developed
veneration of the Cross expressed in its
worship and hymns that illustrate not only
the Passion of a suffering man and a suf-
fering God, but also the revelation

through the Cross of God’s infinite power,
wisdom, mercy and compassion.

When we gaze upon the Cross and con-
template the depth of God’s love and the
mystery of our salvation, we experience
in the simplest and most beautiful way the
reason for our faith and hope as Chris-
tians.  “We preach Christ crucified”, St.
Paul wrote to the Corinthian Church and
preached the crucified Christ to them as
the power and wisdom of God and the
righteousness, sanctification and redemp-
tion of believers.  The Son of God’s in-
comprehensible and incomparable love
for mankind was demonstrated as He
stretched out His body upon the Cross to
suffer for our sakes.

Ultimately, as Archbishop Kallistos
Ware has written, the message of the
Cross is that we are never abandoned,
never alone.  No matter what physical
pain, mental anguish, or spiritual desola-
tion we may endure, we have a compan-
ion who shares it with us because He will-
ingly joined Himself on the Cross to the
fullness of our human suffering. And, be-
cause our Lord so intimately identified
Himself with our humanity, we who have
trusted in Him share in his supreme vic-
tory over the powers of darkness and
death.
