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Message from Fr. Michael L. Pastrikos

Is Christ Truly in Your Life?

This is a great question that we should all ask our-
selves, “Is Christ Truly in My Life?” Now that
Christmas, and New Year’s is over and we have
turned the corner to a New Year, what resolutions
have we made? Are we going to keep the Status Quo
or search for a new Turning Point in our lives?

We can’t ex-
press only with words that Christ is in our lives, it
takes a lot of hard work to really acknowledge and
accept this relationship with Him.

People think that this is a “given” when they are
baptized into Christ that the baptism is the complete
spiritual fulfillment, which it is in many ways, but it
is also the beginning of a new relationship with God.
