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he first month of the new year 2024 was a difficult and painful

month for the community of Saint Nicholas in Baltimore. We
mourned the loss of some beloved parishioners, among them sadly a
young woman, our beloved Nicoletta. It is these hours, these moments,
when words are silenced, words are not articulated and a vast silence
spread among us, countless questions from the bottom of our
hearts overwhelm our existence, certainties are shattered from their
foundations.

These are moments when we feel what a precious and priceless gift of
God life is. But also, that this life is short or that an unexpected event
can suddenly cut it in a single moment.

This life is worth living, worth celebrating, worth rejoicing in. Above
all, however, to make the most of it and not to waste it. Odysseus Elytis,
composing “The R of Eros’, revealing how short life is, emphasized that
“there is no second life”. Our poet is right. There is no second life. But
this one life, given to us by God, even if it is interrupted by biological
death, continues through the ages of ages, and never ends. Christ told
us: “whoever hears my words and believes in the One who sent me has
eternal life; he will not be judged but passes from death to life”

Our Christ does not lie. He does not just tell the truth. He is the Truth
Himself. And He assures us that death is not the end but is a passing to
eternal and unending life. A life close to God, in the light and warmth
of His presence, where there is endless joy and no suffering, sorrow
or sighing. We pray to the Most Merciful God that He may rest in
His arms our loved ones who have passed away. And we ask Him to
grant us health, blessing and His grace. We know that without the love
and protection of our God we cannot exist, we cannot live, we cannot
achieve anything. Every good thing in our lives is His gift. Let us be
thankful and never forget to thank and praise Him.

For a person to cope with life’s situations, especially the unexpected
and unpleasant ones, he needs God’s help. He also needs Christian

education, to have studied the word
of God. This is the reason why
parents trust the church for their
children and make sure that children
are strongly connected to parish
life. The opportunities are great and
valuable. But the greatest and highest of all is without any doubt the
participation of children in the Holy Eucharist every Sunday. At the
Divine Liturgy the children meet Christ, receive communion in His
Body and Blood. And I want as your priest to encourage and implore
parents not to deprive their children of this gift. I know how much
you are struggling to offer your children the daily bread. But children
also need the heavenly Bread to feed their souls spiritually. So that
they may grow not only in stature but also in their souls. When they
attend church, their soul is fed, and they receive richly the blessing
of God. But all other opportunities offered to our children are good
to be taken advantage of. The Sunday School lessons, the enrollment
in the Greek School, the participation in the dance group, the GOYA
with all its great events, are important gifts for the children to build
their personality.

In this context, on the first Sunday of February, our parish has the
great honor of hosting the annual event of the Holy Metropolis of
New Jersey, dedicated to the Three Hierarchs and the Greek Letters.
His Eminence, Metropolitan Apostolos of New Jersey, will bless this
celebration with his presence and it is good that we all participate to
honor him and to enjoy our children.

May February be a blessed month, may the Grace of God through
the intercessions of our patron Saint Nicholas the Wonderworker
protect our community and the whole world.

The Presentation of Our Lord and
Savior in the Temple

Reading

When the most pure Mother
and Ever-Virgin Mary’s forty
days of purification had been
fulfilled, she took her first-born
Son to Jerusalem on this, the
fortieth day after His birth, that
she might present Him in the
temple according to the Law
of Moses, which teaches that
every first-born male child be
dedicated to God, and also that
she might offer the sacrifice of a
pair of turtle-doves or two young
pigeons, as required by the Law
(Luke 2:22-24; Exod. 13:2; Lew.
12:6-8). On this same day, a just
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and devout man, the
greatly aged Symeon,
was also present in the
temple, being guided by
the Holy Spirit. For along
time, this man had been
awaiting the salvation of
God, and he had been
informed by divine
revelation that he would
not die until he beheld
the Lord’s Christ. Thus,
when he beheld Him at
that time and took Him
up into his aged arms,
he gave glory to God,
singing: “Now lettest
Thou Thy servant depart
in peace, O Master. . ”
And he confessed that he would
close his eyes joyfully, since he
had seen the Light of revelation
for the nations and the Glory
of Israel (Luke 2:25-32). From
ancient times, the Holy Church
has retained this tradition of the
churching of the mother and
new-born child on the fortieth
day and of the reading of prayers
of purification.

The Apodosis of the Feast of the
Meeting in the Temple is usually
on the 9th of February. This,
however, may vary if the Feast
falls within the period of the
Triodion. Should this occur, the

Typicon should be consulted for
specific information concerning
the Apodosis of the Feast.
