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Message from FR. MICHAEL L. PASTRIKOS, PROTOPRESBYTER
We are already in the first 
week of the Great Lent. 
This is a time of reflection 
and self evaluation. We 
are also reminded to 
focus on something very 
personal which consists 
of- Fasting, Prayer, 
Meditation, Almsgiving, 
and participation in the 
40 day Great Lenten 
Liturgical program. This is 
a beginning of a spiritual 
journey and an experience 
of renewal which will bring us to the end of our journey, when 
we celebrate the “Feast of all Feasts” the Resurrection of our 
Lord and Savior Jesus Christ- “Holy Pascha”.

Let us not forget that “Great Lent” is a journey to Pascha- and 
is a movement not to the past but forward to the eschaton. 
The past- the events of the crucifixion and resurrection of 
Jesus Christ- are part of this journey, but only because they 
are eternal events. We are not trying to get back to the Empty 
Tomb of Christ-for there the women who discovered it did not 
know what to make of it, even when the angel explained it, and 
the disciples didn’t believe the women when they expressed 
to them that the Tomb was empty. We should never forget 
that during the Resurrection Service, we chant- “CHRIST IS 
RISEN” not “CHRIST WAS RISEN”. That means a great deal 
not only in theological terms, but to every Christian who 
expresses those words. And it is only in the light of Pentecost-
God’s sending His Holy Spirit upon the Church and the world, 
that we make sense of the Empty Tomb and the Resurrection 
of Christ.

Great Lent  should also remind us of the depth of the Love 
that Jesus has for us. And during the Holy Week services we 
relive the Passions of Christ and everything that Jesus endured 
for us.

In every Divine Liturgy-the Priest will begin the Service with-
”Blessed is the Kingdom of the Father and the Son and  the 
Holy Spirit now and forever and unto the ages of ages” Amen-  

declaring the blessedness of that Kingdom which is to come, 
which is breaking into the world, and yet not fully realized 
here. We know and acknowledge as Orthodox Christians that 
the fulfillment of Christ in His Kingdom is arriving. During 
the Lenten period we have the  great opportunity to prepare 
ourselves, to be ready for its arrival.

In Romans 13:11- 14: 4 - We read, “ And do this knowing 
the time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep; for 
now our salvation is nearer than we first believed. The night 
is far spent, the day is at hand. Therefore let us cast of the 
works of darkness, and let us put on the armor of light”. 
Therefore as faithful Orthodox Christians we need to focus on 
our spiritual responsibilities during this Lenten period and not 
wait for the next one to come. We should learn to know about 
our God and His great love for us all. We need to live in peace 
and harmony with our brothers and sisters in this world that 
we live in. We need to participate in the Great Lenten services 
which consists of- Compline services, Pre-Sanctified Liturgies, 
Salutation services, plus all the services of Holy Week. Make 
it also a point to allow your children to participate in these 
services; for Jesus Christ said; “Let the children come to me, 
for theirs is the Kingdom of Heaven.” 

So everything that is written in this article; IS ABOUT THE 
KINGDOM OF GOD-and the fact that this world is passing 
away.  So in closing I would like to ask all of you a few  questions 
that pertain to this article.
Are we headed toward the Kingdom, or are we in pursuit of 
receding worldliness? Do we live for this world or the Kingdom 
of God? Are we willing to abandon the good things of earth 
which is slowly passing away for Life in Paradise?

These are valid questions and they need to be answered. So 
if we take these questions seriously then we have to make a 
CHOICE in our lives. I truly hope and pray that all of you 
make the RIGHT CHOICE- the choice that will lead you to 
Everlasting Life in the Kingdom of God.
Have a blessed Lenten Journey and may our Resurrected Lord 
continue to bless you and yours with abundant health and 
happiness.

 KALH ANASTASI KAI KALO PASCHA!
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Βρισκόμαστε  ήδη στην δεύτερη εβδομάδα της Μεγάλης 
Σαρακοστής. Είναι μια περίοδος προβληματισμού 

και αυτοκριτικής. Υπενθυμίζουμε επίσης ότι πρέπει να 
επικεντρωθούμε σε κάτι πολύ προσωπικό, που αποτελείται 
από τη νηστεία, τη προσευχή, το διαλογισμό, τη παρηγοριά 
και τη συμμετοχή στο  Λειτουργικό Πρόγραμμα του 
40ήμερου της Μεγάλης Τεσσαρακοστής.  Είναι η αρχή ενός 
πνευματικού ταξιδιού και μια εμπειρία ανανέωσης που θα μας 
φέρει μέχρι το τέλος του ταξιδιού μας, που θα γιορτάσουμε 
την «Εορτή όλων  των Εορτών» την Ανάσταση του Κυρίου 
και Σωτήρα μας Ιησού Χριστού, το «Άγιο Πάσχα».
Ας μην ξεχνάμε ότι η «Μεγάλη Σαρακοστή» είναι ένα ταξίδι 
προς το Πάσχα- και ένα κίνημα όχι στο παρελθόν, αλλά προς 
τα εμπρός, στο άπειρο.

Το παρελθόν - τα γεγονότα της Σταύρωσης και της Ανάστασης 
του Ιησού Χριστού - είναι μέρος αυτού του ταξιδιού, αλλά 
μόνο επειδή είναι αιώνια γεγονότα. Δεν προσπαθούμε 
να επιστρέψουμε στον άδειο τάφο του Χριστού - γιατί οι 
γυναίκες που τον ανακάλυψαν δεν γνώριζαν τι να κάνουν, 
ακόμα και όταν ο άγγελος το εξήγησε, και οι μαθητές δεν 
πίστευαν τις γυναίκες όταν ομολόγησαν ότι ο τάφος ήταν 
άδειος. Δεν πρέπει ποτέ να ξεχνάμε ότι κατά τη διάρκεια 
της Ακολουθίας της Ανάστασης, ψάλλουμε - “ΧΡΙΣΤΟΣ 
ΑΝΕΣΤΗ” και όχι “Ο ΧΡΙΣΤΟΣ ΑΝΑΣΤΗΘΗΚΕ”. Αυτό 
σημαίνει πολλά, όχι μόνο από θεολογική άποψη, αλλά και 
όταν ο  κάθε Χριστιανός εκφράζει αυτές τις λέξεις. Και 
μόνο με το φως της Πεντηκοστής – όταν  ο Θεός στέλνει 
το Άγιο Πνεύμα Του πάνω στην Εκκλησία και τον κόσμο, 
αντιλαμβανόμαστε το  νόημα του Άδειου  Τάφου και της 
Ανάστασης του Χριστού.

Η Μεγάλη Σαρακοστή πρέπει επίσης να μας θυμίζει το βάθος 
της Αγάπης που έχει ο Ιησούς για μας. Και κατά τη διάρκεια 
των Ακολουθιών της Μεγάλης Εβδομάδας ξαναζούμε τα 
Πάθη του Χριστού και όλα όσα υπέφερε ο Ιησούς για μας.

Σε κάθε Θεία Λειτουργία - ο Ιερέας αρχίζει την Ακολουθία 
με- “Ευλογημένη η Βασιλεία του Πατρός και του Υιού και 
του Αγίου Πνεύματος και νυν και αεί και εις τους αιώνας 
των αιώνων.” Αμήν - δηλώνοντας την ευλογία εκείνης της 
Βασιλείας που πρόκειται να έρθει , η οποία θα σπάσει τον 
κόσμο και η οποία δεν έχει πλήρως ακόμη πραγματοποιηθεί 
εδώ. Γνωρίζουμε και αναγνωρίζουμε ως Ορθόδοξοι 
Χριστιανοί ότι φτάνει η εκπλήρωση του Χριστού στη Βασιλεία 
Του. Κατά τη διάρκεια της περιόδου της Σαρακοστής  έχουμε 
τη μεγάλη ευκαιρία να προετοιμαστούμε, να είμαστε  έτοιμοι 
για την άφιξή του.

Στην Επιστολή προς Ρωμαίους, 13:11-14:3 αναφέρει:
Και αυτά θα τα πράττωμεν, έχοντες υπ’ όψιν μας την 

προσωρινότητα και βραχύτητα της παρούσης ζωής· και ότι 
ακόμη είναι πλέον ώρα να εξυπνήσωμεν από τον ύπνον της 
πνευματικής ραθυμίας, που μας κάνει νωθρούς δια τα καλά 
έργα. Διότι τώρα είναι πιο κοντά η ημέρα της σωτηρίας και 
απολυτρώσεώς μας, παρ’ όσον ήτο τότε που επιστεύσαμεν. 
Η νύχτα, δηλαδή η παρούσα ζωη, που ομοιάζει με νύχτα, 
έχει πλέον προχωρήσει· η δε ημέρα της μελλούσης ζωής 
και της εκδημίας μας προς τον ουρανόν επλησίασε. Ας 
αποθέσωμεν, λοιπόν, και ας πετάξωμεν από την ψυχήν μας 
και την ζωήν μας τα έργα του σκότους και ας ενδυθώμεν, 
σαν φωτεινά όπλα, τα έργα της αρετής.

Επομένως, ως πιστοί ορθόδοξοι χριστιανοί πρέπει να 
επικεντρωθούμε στις πνευματικές μας ευθύνες κατά 
τη διάρκεια αυτής της περιόδου μετανοίας και να μην 
περιμένουμε τον επόμενο που θα έρθει. Πρέπει να μάθουμε 
να γνωρίζουμε τον Θεό μας και τη μεγάλη αγάπη Του για 
όλους μας. Πρέπει να ζούμε με ειρήνη και αρμονία με τους 
αδελφούς και τις αδελφές μας σε αυτόν τον κόσμο στον 
οποίο ζούμε. Πρέπει να συμμετέχουμε στις Ακολουθίες 
της Μεγάλης Τεσσαρακοστής που αποτελούνται από: - τις 
Ακολουθίες του Αποδείπνου, τις Προαγιασμένες Θείες 
Λειτουργίες, τις Ακολουθίες των Χαιρετισμών της Θεοτόκου, 
συν όλες τις Ακολουθίες της Μεγάλης Εβδομάδας. Επίσης 
να επιτρέψετε στα παιδιά σας να συμμετέχουν σε αυτές τις 
Ακολουθίες, διότι ο  Ιησούς Χριστός είπε: “Αφήστε τα παιδιά 
να έλθουν σε μένα, διότι  δική τους είναι η Βασιλεία των 
Ουρανών”.
Έτσι, ό, τι είναι γραμμένο σε αυτό το άρθρο, ΑΝΑΦΕΡΕΤΑΙ 
ΣΤΟ ΒΑΣΙΛΕΙΟ ΤΟΥ ΘΕΟΥ-και στο γεγονός ότι αυτός ο 
κόσμος παρέρχεται. Έτσι, κλείνοντας, θα ήθελα να κάνω σε 
όλους σας μερικές ερωτήσεις που αφορούν αυτό το άρθρο.

Κατευθυνόμαστε προς το Βασίλειο, ή υποχωρούμε στη 
κοσμικότητα; Ζούμε για αυτόν τον κόσμο ή για τη Βασιλεία 
του Θεού; Είμαστε πρόθυμοι να εγκαταλείψουμε τα καλά 
πράγματα της γης που σιγά-σιγά πεθαίνουν, για τη Ζωή στον 
Παράδεισο;

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GREAT AND HOLY PASCHA

Mary Magdalene, and the other women who were present at the 
burial of our Saviour on Friday evening, returned from Golgotha 
to the city and prepared fragrant spices and myrrh, so that they 
might anoint the body of Jesus. On the morrow, because of the law 
which forbids work on the day of the Sabbath, they rested for the 
whole day. But at early dawn on the Sunday that followed, almost 
thirty-six hours since the death of the Life-giving Redeemer, they 
came to the sepulchre with the spices to anoint His body. While 
they were considering the difficulty of rolling away the stone 
from the door of the sepulchre, there was a fearful earthquake; 
and an Angel, whose countenance shone like lightning and whose 
garment was white as snow, rolled away the stone and sat upon it. 
The guards that were there became as dead from fear and took to 
flight. The women, however, went into the sepulchre, but did not 
find the Lord’s body. Instead, they saw two other Angels in the 
form of youths clothed in white, who told them that the Saviour 
was risen, and they sent forth the women, who ran to proclaim to 
the disciples these gladsome tidings. Then Peter and John arrived, 
having learned from Mary Magdalene what had come to pass, and 
when they entered the tomb, they found only the winding sheets. 
Therefore, they returned again to the city with joy, as heralds now 
of the supernatural Resurrection of Christ, Who in truth was seen 
alive by the disciples on this day on five occasions.

Our Lord, then, was crucified, died, and was buried on Friday, 
before the setting of the sun, which was the first of His “three days” 
in the grave; observing the mystical Sabbath, that “seventh day” 
in which it is said that the Lord “rested from all His works” (Gen. 
2:2-3), He passed all of Saturday in the grave; and He arose “while 
it was yet dark, very early in the morning” on Sunday, the third 
day, which, according to the Hebrew reckoning, began after sunset 
on Saturday.

As we celebrate today this joyous Resurrection, we greet and 
embrace one another in Christ, thereby demonstrating our 
Saviour’s victory over death and corruption, and the destruction 
of our ancient enmity with God, and His reconciliation toward 
us, and our inheritance of life everlasting. The feast itself is called 
Pascha, which is derived from the Hebrew word which means 
“passover”; because Christ, Who suffered and arose, has made 
us to pass over from the curse of Adam and slavery to the devil 
and death unto our primal freedom and blessedness. In addition, 
this day of this particular week, which is the first of all the rest, is 
dedicated to the honour of the Lord; in honour and remembrance 
of the Resurrection, the Apostles transferred to this day the rest 
from labour that was formerly assigned to the Sabbath of the 
ancient Law.

If a long life is what you’re after, 
going to church may be the answer 

to your prayers. A number of studies 
have shown associations between 
attending religious services and 
living a long time. One of the most 
comprehensive, published in JAMA 
International Medicine in 2016 found 
that women who went to any kind 
of religious service more than once 
a week had a 33% lower chance that 
their secular peers of dying during 
the 16-year study-follow-up period. 
Another study, published last year in 
PLOS One, found that regular service 
attendance was linked to reductions in 
the body’s stress response and even in 
morality-so much so that worshippers 
were 55% less likely to die during the 
up to 18 year follow up period than 
people who didn’t frequent the temple, 
church, or mosque. You don’t have 
to be a Nun or a Monk to get these 
health benefits, however. The simple 
act of congregating with a like-minded 
community might deserve much of 
the credit. Tyler Vander Weele, one 
of the authors of the JAMA study and 
a professor of epidemiology at the 
Harvard T.H. Chan School of Public 
Health, says factors related to church 
going-like having a network of social 
support, an optimistic attitude, better 
self-control and a sense of purpose 

in life may account for the long life 
benefits seen in his study and others. 

INDEED  IT’S ALSO THE VALUES 
drawn from religious tradition such 
as “respect, compassion, gratitude, 
charity, humility, harmony, meditation 
and preservation of health” -that seem 
to predict longevity, not the dogma 
preached at the altar, says Howard 
Friedman, a professor of Psychology 
at the University of California, 
Riverside, and co-author of the book 
The Longevity Project. Fostering these 
qualities may even affect rates of chronic 
disease, says Marino Bruce, co-author 
of PLOS One- study and a research 
associate professor of medicine, health 
and society at Vanderbilt University. 
“having that sense that you’re not in 
the world alone, that you are part of a 
power larger than oneself, can give one 
confidence to deal with the issues of 
life,” Bruce says. “Biologically, if that 
reduces stress, then that means your 
less likely to have high blood pressure 
or diabetes or things that can increase 
mortality.”

But what if organized religion isn’t 
your style? Can solo prayer-or even 
a more abstract sense of faith or 
spirituality-provide the same payoff? 
It’s difficult to say with certainty, 

because going to Church is easier to 
measure that the intimate, individual 
way a  person might practice religion. 
And the research on praying has been 
mixed. Some studies have found that 
prayer can improve disease outcomes’ 
and prolong survival, while others 
have been less conclusive. One 2016 
study published in the American Heart 
Journal even found that people who 
knew they were being prayed for before 
undergoing heart surgery were more 
likely to experience complications than 
people who didn’t know whether they 
were in others’ prayers.

BUT PRAYER HAS BEEN SHOWN 
to be more powerful, in at least one 
way. It triggers he relaxation response, 
a state of mind-body rest that has been 
shown to decrease stress, heart rate 
and blood pressure; alleviate chronic 
disease symptoms; and even change 
gene expression. This state is typically 
linked to activities like meditation and 
yoga, and research suggests it can be 
found through praying.

Given the uncertainty and the 
accumulating evidence supporting 
communal religious participation, 
VanderWeele says solitary practitioners 
might want to consider congregating 
every once in a while.

Paleologos Scholarship

Applications and instructions for these three scholarships administered by the Department of Philanthropy of the Greek 
Orthodox Archdiocese of America are available for awards to be made for the 2018-2019 academic year. The George & 
Naouma (Gioule) Gioles Scholarship and the Katina John Malta Scholarship are for undergraduate studies, and the 
Paleologos Scholarship is awarded for graduate work of a non-theological nature. Each of these scholarships was es-
tablished through generous gifts from dedicated Greek Orthodox Christians who wanted to provide financial assistance 
towards the education of young people from our Orthodox Christian community.

The Christos and Georgia Trakatellis Fellowship

Applications are also available for a fellowship from The Christos and Georgia Trakatellis Fellowship Fund for the 2018-
