THE PERIOD OF GREAT LENT BEGINS ON MONDAY, MARCH 11'™®

he season of Great Lent will soon be upon us!

As Orthodox Christians, the ushering in of this
beautiful season of the Church year is a cause for much
spiritual joy! While it is true that we are called to “give
up’ certain things during this season, such as meatand
dairy products, and unnecessary activity, it is in reality
a time where we receive much more than we give up,
if we willingly embrace it. Some people feel that this
practice is very inconvenient in the social aspect of
their life. We have been pampered to the point that we
do not wish to give anything up for Christ. We always
want to have the Status Quo, and that is to take care of
our personal needs. But the Great Lenten period is a
time of fasting and prayer, and it is our responsibility
to focus on our spiritual awareness of Jesus Christ and
our commitment to Him. This period should remind
us of the depth of the love that Jesus has for us. It is
truly a wonderful truth that His love for us is filled
with His goodness and mercy. Through the grace of
the Holy Spirit, who is ever present with us, our soul
finds peace knowing how much goodness and mercy
is offered to us because of the love of God.

When we fast, we lighten our bodies, so that we can
pray more attentively. When we participate in the
“bright sadness” of the Lenten services and sing the
beautiful Lenten melodies and hymns, our hearts are
softened and we experience the peace of God which
passes all understanding. When we secretly perform
acts of charity and love to the “least brethren...”
expecting nothing in return, we receive back in
greater measure, the rich blessings of God. You see,
this season is designed to help restore our spiritual
balance, and improve our spiritual insight. By slowing
down and embracing the change in our lifestyle we
once again discover the things most needful in life,
that happiness is not found in the endless pursuit of

worldly possessions, fame and fortune, but in our
ability to love others and to experience the love of
God.

In closing for us this is a forty-day journey to the light
of Holy Pascha, for the Feast of the Resurrection of
Christ is not only a Great Feast, but is the very essence
and love of our faith. The Apostle Paul says that “If
Christ did not rise, then our faith is in vain” 1Cor.
15:14. So during this Lenten Season let’s turn to God
in prayer, and learn more about Him through the
beautiful services that our Church offers us. If we
follow these examples that are mentioned above, then
we are truly on the pathway towards our Salvation.
What a blessing that is for us all. I will leave you
with the Vesper Hymn that summarizes our intent
and reminds us of our goal in life. “Let us set out joy
upon the season of the fast, and prepare ourselves for
spiritual combat. Let us purify our soul and cleanse our
flesh; and as we fast from food, let us abstain also from
every passion. Rejoicing in the virtues of the Spirit,
may we preserve with love, and so be counted worthy
to see the solemn
Passion of Christ our
God and with great
spiritual gladness
to behold His Holy
Passover (Pascha)’

Virginia Abortion Bill

The Very Reverend and Reverend Clergy

Esteemed Members of the Parish Councils, Philoptochos Sisterhood, Faculty and Students of
the Catechetical and Greek Afternoon Schools, Directors and Participants of all Youth
Organizations, and all devout Orthodox Christians of the Greek Orthodox Communities of our
Holy Metropolis of New Jersey in the Commonwealth of Virginia

“For you created my inmost being; you knit me together in my mother’s womb. I praise you
because I am fearfully and wonderfully made; your works are wonderful,
I know that full well” (Psalm 139:13-14)

My Beloved in the Lord,

In just a brief span of time our nation has seen two abortion bills: one in the state of New
York, supported by its Legislature and Governor, which become law in what can only be
described as a sinful, immoral, and illogical act which seeks to ignore both the laws of God and
the laws of basic human decency and the other bill submitted to the Legislature of the
Commonwealth of Virginia which similarly mirrored the elements of the bill the state of New
York passed. These heinous bills have been promoted by some as championing women’s health
and rights, but make no mistake that these are contrary to the Gospel of Christ which is the
Gospel of Life, the Gospel of Peace, the Gospel of Hope, the Gospel of Joy, and the Gospel of
Love.

The changes in the new bill being considered in the Virginia House enabled someone to
procure an abortion during the last three months of their pregnancy up until the moment of the
birth if the doctor feels the mother’s life is in danger or if the doctor believes the pregnancy
might impair the mother’s mental or physical health without, however, defining what
constitutes the word “impair”. The suspicious nature of the bill is further revealed when one
learns that instead of three doctors making this determination, as it was mandated in the former
statutes of the law, the current bill limited this to only one doctor who could make this
determination. Finally, for abortions that take place during the second trimester, the old law
statutes called for the abortion to take place in a hospital for seemingly practical reasons whereas
the new law would not require for the abortion to take place at the hospital.

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The Orthodox Church has always held that when a mother’s life is in sincere danger and
the only way to save her life is through an abortion, an abortion is tolerable. If the argument,

however, of those in favor of this bill is sincerely for the mother’s health, then how can one allow
for these procedures to take place outside of a hospital as is permitted in §18.2-73 of the bill? If
a mother’s life may seemingly be in danger, why would she be limited to having final decision
of her health be determined by one physician instead of three qualified doctors as is dictated in
§18.2-74.2 of the bill? It is obvious that the intent of this proposed legislation does not have the
interest of the mother’s health at heart.

By the Grace of God, the members of the Virginia House have suspended consideration
of this bill, but it should remind each and every one of us that events in other states and in other
countries have an effect on the social fabric and social consciousness of our local communities.
We should view the temporary defeat of this bill in Virginia with joy, but we should remain
cautious of other attempts to effect the same change to legislation which would make it easier
to take the life of another person.

The issue of abortion is not an issue between left and right or Democrat and Republican.
The issue of abortion is about recognizing personhood; recognizing that each person is made in
the image and likeness of God from the moment of conception and that the Gift of Life is
immeasurable. The issue of abortion is a major part, but nevertheless, just a part of the larger
issue of how we approach life in all its forms, whether we are speaking of abortion, war, the
death penalty, violence, euthanasia, proper palliative care, etc.

It is my sincerest prayer that each of you will reflect on this issue not as a political issue,
but as a moral and Christian issue. It is my hope that you will reflect on the person of Christ,
who is the Source of Life and whose desire for us to live was so great that He sacrificed Himself
on the Cross. I implore you to remain vigilant and to pray for the unborn who were taken from
this earth in an untimely manner. Pray for those who have not yet comprehended the Word of
God and who perpetuate this sin. Pray for our leaders that they might be enlightened to that
which is right. Finally, pray in thanksgiving to God that He has given us the Gift of Life and that
we ourselves were not unjustly deprived of this great gift.

For more than one hundred years the Church

of Christ was troubled by the persecution of the
Iconoclasts of evil belief, beginning in the reign of
Leo the Isaurian (717-741) and ending in the reign
of Theophilus (829-842). After Theophilus’s death,
his widow the Empress Theodora (celebrated
Feb. 11), together with the Patriarch Methodius
(June 14), established Orthodoxy anew. This
ever-memorable Queen venerated the icon of the
Mother of God in the presence of the Patriarch
Methodius and the other confessors and righteous

men, and openly cried out these holy words: “If
anyone does not offer relative worship to the holy
icons, not adoring them as though they were
gods, but venerating them out of love as images
of the archetype, let him be anathema.” Then with
common prayer and fasting during the whole
first week of the Forty-day Fast, she asked God’s
forgiveness for her husband. After this, on the first
Sunday of the Fast, she and her son, Michael the
Emperor, made a procession with all the clergy
and people and restored the holy icons, and
again adorned the Church of Christ with them.
This is the holy deed that all we the Orthodox
commemorate today, and we call this radiant and
venerable day the Sunday of Orthodoxy, that is,
the triumph of true doctrine over heresy.

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GREEK SCHOOL

Customs and Traditions of Apokrea

This month we will discuss Apokrea and the customs that are
revived during this period in Greece.

Triodio lasts three weeks and precedes the great lent, which
is a forty
day period
of spiritual
preparation
for Easter.

The  first
week is
called the
proclaimed
one. In
the older days someone would stand on high grounds and
announce the beginning of the Apokrea. The second week is
called the one of meat, simply because people consume a lot
of meat right before the great lent. The last one is called the
one of cheese, because cheese is consumed in every meal.

The  beginning
of the Triodio is
mainly felt on
the Thursday of
the second week
that is known as
Tsiknopempti,
because the air
smells like tsikna
which is the smell
of the pork fat as it
is getting broiled.

The disguising that starts with the 12 days of Christmas,
mostly seen in Northern Greece and Ponto, are now more
evident throughout Greece and Europe. The naming of
the people who dress up for Karnavali differs from place to
place: koudounatoi, kamouzeles, mouskaroi, and the most
common ones
maskarades
and karnavaloi.
The last
two names
are Italian
derivatives
from the words
maschera and
carnevale.
According  to
E. Fehrle the
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words indicate the forbidding of meat eating: carne levare-
good bye meat.

The celebrating resembles
the worship of Dionysus,
but in essence is older
than that. It stems
from the way ancient
farmers worshiped the
beginning of the season
of production. When
through magical and
~ mystical rituals would

pray to the god(s) for their
harvest to start growing.

.~ As mentioned above

' the Greek Nation Lents.
Greeks stop eating meat after the second week of the Triodio.
The last week of Apokrea is the one known for its festivities,
the disguising dances and customs. When the last Sunday
arrives it is filled with dances, food, and noise from the
fireworks.

As soon as the night falls people light fires in the middle of the
streets and they dance and sing around them. Greeks respect
and give great power to these customs of the fires because of
their correlation to the summer harvest. In Ipeiro, in Zagori
that great fire is known as the Kalologos.

The kathari Deftera(clean Monday) is the official start of
the Great Lent. That day the housewives clean all their pots
and pans of
the fat from
the meat they
cooked, and
they proceed
to serve olives,
tarama, fresh
onions, and
a large dose
from the
happiness
from the day
before. Young
kids fly their kites and they consume the traditional koulouma
: lagana, tarama, olives.

Here in our school, we try to keep up with all our traditions.
We celebrate in our classrooms the karnavali and then the
Kathara deftera with koulouma.

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GUIDELINES FOR RESPECTFUL WORSHIP

Probably the most important duty that we each have as worshippers attending church services
is (0 do all that is in our power (o0 see that a proper decorum and atmosphere is maintained so
that all of the congregation is able to pray sincerely, peacefully and meaningfully.

It is with this fact in mind that we have set forth the following guidelines:

Upon entering the Church, at all times, but especially during services an individual should
remember that he or she is in the House of God. Reverence and good manners are required so
as not to disturb those who are already engaged in prayer, but, even more importantly, as an
expression of sincere faith and awareness of the presence of the Lord. No irrelevant
conversations should take place, either in the Narthex or in any part of the Church.

According to actual church service procedures, each and every member of the congregation is
required to be seated in the pews at the beginning of the service. It is only by leniency that
anyone 1s allowed to enter the Church once the services have begun. Thus it behooves us not
to take undue advantage of this leniency.

There are several parts of the service during which no one should be moving about.
Wherever a person happens to be at these moments, he or she should stop and stand
reverently, until the proper time to proceed. These parts of the service are:

The Procession of the Pricst and Altar Boys with the Gospel;

The reading of the Gospel,

The Cherubic Hymn and the Great Procession of the Priest and Altar Boys
with the Holy Gifts;

The recitation of the Nicene Creed (in which the entire congregation should
participate);

The prayers of offering “Take, eat...” and the prayers of the consecration of
the Holy Gifts;

The Sermon;

Any special services (memorial services, processions, prayers).

One basic rule to follow is that, whenever the Priest is facing the people or outside of the
altar, either with the censer or giving the blessing, everyone should stand wherever they are.

Please remember that the Parish Council members and the ushering staff are required to keep
order during services, and all should follow their instructions at all times.
