Message from FR. MICHAEL L. PASTRIKOS, PROTOPRESBYTER

My beloved in the Lord,

The season of Great Lent will soon be upon us. As
we rapidly move towards Pascha and getting ready to
embark in the Great Lenten period, we as Orthodox
Christians are preparing to usher in this beautiful
season of the Church year with much spiritual joy.
This period is an opportunity for reflection and
evaluation. Great Lent should remind us of the
depth of the love that Jesus has for us. All Orthodox
Christians are called to make a special spiritual effort
to rediscover their relationship with Christ and get
back to the narrow path that leads us to salvation. But
with this terrible Pandemic which
is all around us, it has put fear into
everyone, and this fear has prevented
most of us the opportunity to attend
the Church services. It’s true that
we have to follow the CDC, Local
and State guidelines which at this
time only permits us to have a 25%
occupancy in the church. But for
over a year now we are seeing the
same people week in and week out
attending the Sunday, and week
day services. I ask this question?
WHERE ARE THE REST OF YOU?
Not everyone in the parish is ill or is
struggling with this virus.

From what I hear about 95% of the Parish is in good
health and are not suffering from this Virus. That is
a very good sign that the Lord is protecting you and
that you are following the rules and regulations of
the CDC guidelines. That is wonderful to hear. Let’s
not forget what the Fathers of the Church said that
THE CHURCH IS A HOSPITAL FOR ALL OF US.
Since we inherited a fallen nature, we are suffering

from various diseases that keep us from being who
God intended us to become. Let’s not forget that
God is the only doctor of our souls and bodies.
Remember, that the Great Lenten Period is also a
time of fasting, and prayer, and it is our responsibility
to focus on our spiritual awareness of Jesus Christ
and our commitment to Him. We know as Orthodox
Christians that when we are in the presence of Christ,
our soul finds peace, knowing how much goodness
and mercy is offered to us because of the love of God.

In our passionate moments, we always call upon our
Lord to help us through our difficult times, and He
will always be with us through these
times, giving us the guidance and the
strength to overcome any obstacles or
roadblocks that will come our way.
When we pray, meditate, fast, and
secretly perform acts of kindness and
charity to the least brethren, expecting
nothing in return, we always receive
back in greater measure the rich
blessing of God. So, you see, this season
is designed to help restore our spiritual
balance, and improve our spiritual
insight. By having a better relationship
with Christ and embracing the change
in our lifestyle, we once again discover
the things most needful in our lives. Happiness is not
found in the endless pursuit of worldly possessions,
fame, and fortune, but in our ability to love others and
experience the love of God. But how can we achieve
all these blessings, if we do not love and worship our
Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. He is always waiting to
hear the knock on the door to let Him in. So, what
we really need to do during this Lenten Period, is to
apply alittle extra spiritual discipline in our lives such
as more prayer, bible reading, church attendance,
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fasting, confession, receiving the Holy Sacraments, and
charity to others. If we do these tasks, we will begin to see a
beautiful transformation in our lives. In John 14:23 it states
and I quote: “If a man loves me, he must keep my words.” In
this verse there is no competitive spirit. We simply cannot
serve two masters.

Take advantage while you still breathe and live on this

earth to reward yourself with treasures laid up in Heaven.
Prepare yourself and members of your family to sense and
feel the true joy of Christ’s Resurrection, and Pascha. Don’t
allow Satan to disturb or disrupt your spiritual relationship
with God, and don't use the Virus excuse to keep you from
coming to church and keeping you from having a spiritual
relationship with Christ.

hrough the Apostolic Constitutions (Book VIII, ch.

42), the Church of Christ has received the custom to
make commemorations for the departed on the third, ninth,
and fortieth days after their repose. Since many throughout
the ages, because of an untimely death in a faraway place,
or other adverse circumstances, have died without being
deemed worthy of the appointed memorial services, the
divine Fathers, being so moved in their love for man, have
decreed that a common memorial be made this day for all
pious Orthodox Christians who have reposed from all ages
past, so that those who did not have particular memorial
services may be included in this common one for all. Also,
the Church of Christ teaches us that alms should be given
to the poor by the departed one’s kinsmen as a memorial
for him.

Besides this, since we make commemoration tomorrow
(Sunday, February 23rd) of the Second Coming of Christ,
and since the reposed have neither been judged, nor have
received their complete recompense (Acts 17:31; II Peter
2:9; Heb. 11:39-40), the Church rightly commemorates the
souls today, and trusting in the boundless mercy of God,
she prays to Him to have mercy on sinners. Furthermore,
since the commemoration is for all the reposed together,
it reminds each of us of his own death, and arouses us to
repentance.

The Kollyva are symbolic of the resurrection of the dead
on the day of the Second Coming of the Lord. St. Paul
said, “what you sow does not come to life unless it dies” (I
Corinthians 15:36), and St. John, “unless a grain of wheat
falls into the earth and dies, it remains alone; but if it dies,
it bears much fruit” (John 12:24).

Thus, as the wheat is buried in the soil and disintegrates
without really dying but is later regenerated into a new plant
that bears much more fruit than itself, so the Christian’s
body will be raised again from the very corruptible matter
from which it is now made; however, it will be raised not in
its previous fleshy substance but in an incorruptible essence
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which “will clad the T Ay
mortal body with an
immortal garment’,
in the words of St.
Paul (I Corinthians
15:53).

The 16th century Archbishop Gabriel of Philadelphia wrote
that the Kollyva are symbols of the general resurrection,
and the several ingredients added to the wheat signify so
many different virtues.

For more than one hundred years the Church

of Christ was troubled by the persecution of the
Iconoclasts of evil belief, beginning in the reign of
Leo the Isaurian (717-741) and ending in the reign
of Theophilus (829-842). After Theophilus’s death,
his widow the Empress Theodora (celebrated
Feb. 11), together with the Patriarch Methodius
(June 14), established Orthodoxy anew. This
ever-memorable Queen venerated the icon of the
Mother of God in the presence of the Patriarch
Methodius and the other confessors and righteous
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men, and openly cried out these holy words: “If
anyone does not offer relative worship to the holy
icons, not adoring them as though they were
gods, but venerating them out of love as images
of the archetype, let him be anathema.” Then with
common prayer and fasting during the whole
first week of the Forty-day Fast, she asked God’s
forgiveness for her husband. After this, on the first
Sunday of the Fast, she and her son, Michael the
Emperor, made a procession with all the clergy
and people and restored the holy icons, and
again adorned the Church of Christ with them.
This is the holy deed that all we the Orthodox
commemorate today, and we call this radiant and
venerable day the Sunday of Orthodoxy, that is,
the triumph of true doctrine over heresy.

Great Compline Service (Monday Evenings 7:00 pm.)

Compline in Greek is “Apodeipno” meaning after dinner. The
Compline service in monasteries is traditionally offered after
dinner. We have two services of the Compline, The Small and
the Great Compline. The one that is chanted in our churches
during Lent is the “Great Compline Service”. This service consists
of the reading of Psalms and the chanting of hymns related to
combating sin in the evening hours and during sleep. The Great
Compline Service is a wonderful way to begin the week.

Presanctified Liturgy (Wednesdays, 7:00 p.m.)

The Presanctified Liturgy is a service celebrated on Wednesdays
during Great Lent. The Liturgy is called Presanctified because
the consecration of the Holy Gifts ( Holy Eucharist) takes place
on the preceding Sunday. The Presanctified Liturgies in the Early
Church were celebrated over the tombs of the Saints.

They are offered during Lent to the faithful for more opportunities
to receive Holy Communion during the most Holy Period of the
Church Year. The question frequently comes up regarding fasting
before the evening Presanctified Liturgy. The faithful make every
effort to eat a light Lenten meal near 12:00 in the afternoon. We
should do our best to keep at least a 6 hour fast before the Liturgy.

The first part of the service is a Vespers with beautiful readings
from the Psalms. The last part of the service is a Divine Liturgy.
During the readings of the psalms the Presanctified Gifts are
transferred from the altar table, the Proskomide(Oblation Table).
The Presanctified Liturgy is unique because the mood of the
service is very solemn. The Liturgy is traditionally considered
to be the effort of St. Gregory of Rome 6th century Bishop). I
encourage everyone to participate in as many of these Liturgies
as possible. There is no reason why the children should be absent
from these beautiful services. This would be a wonderful time to
help them understand what a Presanctified Liturgy is.
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Akathist Hymn (Salutations to the Virgin Mary)
Akathistos (Friday Evenings, 7:00 p.m.)

“Akathistos” in Greek means standing up and not sitting down.
In the Orthodox Tradition the people offer this service standing
up the entire time(Elderly, the sick, and small children are
permitted to sit).

It is believed the Akathist Service was composed and offered to
the Mother of God in the year 626.

That year Constantinople was saved from the siege of the Avars
and Persians. The entire service is a poetic canon dedicated to
the Mother of God “The Theotokos” The Akathist Service is
known as one of the hymnological masterpieces of the Church.
The service is both historical as well as Theological. We hear
hymns expounding the belief in the Incarnation of the Lord and
the salvation of those who believe in Him. The hymns are not
only offered to the Lord and the Virgin Mary, but also to St. John
the Baptist, Gabriel the Archangel, the Shepherds and Wise Men
worshipping Christ. Most agree the Akathist Service is the most
emotional of all the Lenten Services. Make this Lenten journey a
family experience.

FASTING:

Fasting must be undertaken willingly and not by compulsion.
(Fr. Theodore Stylianopoulos). God doesn’'t need our fasting.
We don’t fast as a kind of personal punishment for our sins. We
cannot pay God back for our sins but we can only confess them
to Him to receive forgiveness. Fasting with willing spirit and not
just with an attitude of fulfilling a religious obligation means
that we keep the purposes of fasting always before us which is
to develop self control. Fasting is simplicity of eating. We leave
the table not with loaded stomachs. Being a little hungry during
the day becomes a constant reminder of God, of our dependence
on Him, and of the fact that the Lord, alone can give us “food
that lasts for eternal life”. (John 6:27). In fasting and prayer, He
reveals Himself to us as our true food and drink.

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GUIDELINES ForR RESPECTFUL WORSHIP

Probably the most important duty that we each have as worshippers attending church services
is to do all that is in our power to see that a proper decorum and atmosphere is maintained so
that all of the congregation is able to pray sincerely, peacefully and meaningfully.

It is with this fact in mind that we have set forth the following guidelines:

Upon entering the Church, at all times, but especially during services an individual should
remember that he or she is in the House of God. Reverence and good manners are required so
as not to disturb those who are already engaged in prayer, but, even more importantly, as an
expression of sincere faith and awareness of the presence of the Lord. No irrelevant
conversations should take place, either in the Narthex or in any part of the Church,

According to actual church service procedures, each and every member of the congregation is
required to be seated in the pews at the beginning of the service. It is only by leniency that
anyone 15 allowed to enter the Church once the services have begun. Thus it behooves us not
to take undue advantage of this leniency.

There are several parts of the service during which no one should be moving about.
Wherever a person happens to be at these moments, he or she should stop and stand
reverently, until the proper time to proceed. These parts of the service are:

1. The Procession of the Priest and Altar Boys with the Gospel;

2. The reading of the Gospel;

3. The Cherubic Hymn and the Great Procession of the Priest and Altar Boys
with the Holy Gifts;

4. The recitation of the Nicene Creed (in which the entire congregation should
participate);

5. The prayers of offering “Take, eat...” and the prayers of the consecration of
the Holy Gifts;

6. The Sermon:

7. Any special services (memorial services, processions, prayers).

One basic rule to follow is that, whenever the Priest is facing the people or outside of the
altar, either with the censer or giving the blessing, everyone should stand wherever they are.

Please remember that the Parish Council members and the ushering staff are required to keep
order during services, and all should follow their instructions at all times.
