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Is March Missing from Lent?

The popular Greek proverb eloquently captures the
connection between the month of March and the Holy
and Great Lent of our Church. No, March is not absent
from Lent! Every year, this month is intertwined with the
preparation of the faithful for Holy Easter. But lets take
things step by step and start from the beginning.

February 25 marked the beginning of the Triodion. A
period that starts exactly ten weeks before Easter with the
Sunday of the Publican and the Pharisee. Each Sunday of
this season has its own theme to assist the faithful in our
spiritual preparation on the spiritual journey to the Passion
and Resurrection of our Christ.

The first Sunday of March is “Sunday of the Prodigal
Son”. On that day, we hear at Liturgy’s gospel the parable
of the compassionate father, who is none other than our
philanthropic and all-merciful God and father of the whole
world, who always awaits with a warm and open embrace,
tull of love, for each of His children who are lost and have
strayed away from Him.

Saturday, March 9, marks the first Saturday of souls. A day
dedicated by our church to all our brothers and sisters who
have fallen asleep for all eternity. We pray for the repose
of those known and unknown. For our own beloved ones,
parents, grandparents, great-grandparents, godparents,
teachers, friends, neighbors. But also, for those who, as an
old Greek song describes:

“Lonely people
like the forgotten ear of wheat
like the rocks of the sea”

They lived lonely and forgotten,
sometimes even by their closest people, but the church
never forgets them. We always pray for them. Let us also
remember them, my brothers and sisters. I share with
emotion the example of some people who - as I know
myself - quietly and silently visit cemeteries these days,
stand before the graves of people who have no one to visit
them, and pray for their repose. Thus, some people on
the other side of the world pray, light candles, and burn
incense at the graves of our own ancestors back home at
our beloved motherland Greece.

How profoundly moving is the example of that Cretan
woman who lit candles in the German cemetery in
Maleme, Crete, for the German soldiers who lost their
lives during the German occupation. When a German
encountered her lighting the candles and asked her why
she was doing this, he received the following deeply
moving response:

“My child, from your accent, you seem like a foreigner,
and you won't know what happened here from ‘41 to
‘44. My husband was killed in the battle of Crete, and I
was left with my only son. The Germans took him as a
hostage in 1943, and he died in a concentration camp in
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Sachsenhausen. I don’t know where my child is buried.
But I know that all these were the children of a mother
like me. And I light up in their memory because their
mothers can't come down here. Surely another mother
will light the candle in memory of my son.”

This is the spiritual nobility and courage of our sanctified
faith. This is our spiritual heritage. But also, our sacred
duty and responsibility to pass it on to future generations.
To teach our children what it means to have a Saturday
of souls. What does it mean to prepare the “kollivon”, to
light a candle, the oil candle, the incense, the prayer. What
a memorial service means. And the Saturdays of Souls
in March are an excellent opportunity to experience the
blessed traditions and explain them to the younger ones.
To write the names, to be commemorated by the priest,
to prepare ourselves or order a plate of “koliva’, to visit
the cemeteries and pray for our loved ones. In this way,
sorrow and pain become prayer, tears flow into the lit
candle and this flame illuminates our hearts, visited by
divine consolation. And we take courage to continue our
struggle.

The second Sunday of March is Judgement Sunday, also
known as the Meatfare Sunday. It is the last day we eat
meat before we resume, after eight weeks, on Easter day.
On that day, we hear yet another profound parable of
Christ about the day when God will judge all people, the
living, and the dead, and will render justice. The criterion
of the spiritual “court” by which a person will inherit
eternal life and salvation, Paradise, or eternal fire and
punishment, Hell, will be love for one’s neighbor. If we fed
the hungry, gave water to the thirsty, welcomed strangers
with love, clothed our brothers who were cold, visited the
sick and the imprisoned to console them during their
trials. Because God “is love,” but also renders justice.
Asking us to show mercy to our fellow human beings, as
He bestows His great mercy upon us.

On that day, March 10th, our parish will welcome with
great honor our spiritual father and shepherd, His
Eminence, Metropolitan Apostolos of New Jersey, who
will officiate the Hierarchical Divine Liturgy and will
preside over the celebrations for the Unification of the
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Dodecanese into Mother Greece. The entire community
of Saint Nicholas owes it to participate both in the
Liturgy and in the beautiful celebration that will follow,
expressing our respect and honor to the person of our
beloved Metropolitan.

Continuing our journey in the month of March,
we encounter the second Saturday of the Souls, the
Forgiveness Sunday, and of course, Clean Monday, which
marks the beginning of Great Lent.

During this period, we have very beautiful services, which
are held only during the Triodion, once a year. There
are the Great Compline, which will be performed every
Monday at 6:30 p.m., the Pre-sanctified Divine Liturgy,
every Wednesday at 6:30 p.m., and the Salutations and
Akathist Hymn to the Theotokos, every Friday at 6:30
p-m. I cordially and joyfully invite you all to participate in
these edifying services, which help us spiritually prepare
for Holy Pascha.

March is also adorned with the celebration of our faith, the
Sunday of Orthodoxy, March 24th, when we celebrate the
restoration of the holy icons after the iconoclasm. But on
the same day, our church holds the Greek Independence
Day Parade celebrating March 25th. As we continue
our journey in the month of March, we will reach, God
willing, the farewell of the month, with the great feasts of
the Annunciation of the Theotokos and the Sunday of St.
Gregory Palamas, Archbishop of Thessaloniki, on March
31st.

Please forgive me for writing too much, but our “Koinonia”
offers us every month the opportunity to share our
thoughts, communicate, and benefit from what we read.

May March be blessed, filled with joy and every good

“from above, coming down from the Father of the
heavenly lights”.

Through the Apostolic Constitutions (Book VIII,
ch. 42), the Church of Christ has received the
custom to make commemorations for the departed
on the third, ninth, and fortieth days after their
repose. Since many throughout the ages, because
of an untimely death in a faraway place, or other
adverse circumstances, have died without being
deemed worthy of the appointed memorial services,
the divine Fathers, being so moved in their love for
man, have decreed that a common memorial be
made this day for all pious Orthodox Christians
who have reposed from all ages past, so that those
who did not have particular memorial services may
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be included in this common one for all. Also, the
Church of Christ teaches us that alms should be
given to the poor by the departed one’s kinsmen as
a memorial for him.

Besides this, since we make commemoration
tomorrow of the Second Coming of Christ, and
since the reposed have neither been judged, nor
have received their complete recompense (Acts
17:31; II Peter 2:9; Heb. 11:39-40), the Church
rightly commemorates the souls today, and trusting
in the boundless mercy of God, she prays Him to
have mercy on sinners. Furthermore, since the
commemoration is for all the reposed together, it
reminds each of us of his own death, and arouses
us to repentance.

Reading
For more than one hundred years the Church

of Christ was troubled by the persecution of the
Iconoclasts of evil belief, beginning in the reign of
Leo the Isaurian (717-741) and ending in the reign
of Theophilus (829-842). After Theophilus’s death,
his widow the Empress Theodora (celebrated
Feb. 11), together with the Patriarch Methodius
(June 14), established Orthodoxy anew. This
ever-memorable Queen venerated the icon of the
Mother of God in the presence of the Patriarch
Methodius and the other confessors and righteous

men, and openly cried out these holy words: “If
anyone does not offer relative worship to the holy
icons, not adoring them as though they were
gods, but venerating them out of love as images
of the archetype, let him be anathema.” Then with
common prayer and fasting during the whole
first week of the Forty-day Fast, she asked God’s
forgiveness for her husband. After this, on the first
Sunday of the Fast, she and her son, Michael the
Emperor, made a procession with all the clergy
and people and restored the holy icons, and
again adorned the Church of Christ with them.
This is the holy deed that all we the Orthodox
commemorate today, and we call this radiant and
venerable day the Sunday of Orthodoxy, that is,
the triumph of true doctrine over heresy.

a mature maiden (see Nov. 21). According to the
tradition handed down by the Fathers, she had been
betrothed to Joseph four months. On coming to
Joseph's house, the Archangel declared: “Rejoice,
thou Full of Grace, the Lord is with thee: blessed art
thou among women.” After some consideration, and
turmoil of soul, and fear because of this greeting, the
Virgin, when she had finally obtained full assurance
concerning God’s unsearchable condescension and
the ineffable dispensation that was to take place
through her, and believing that all things are possible
to the Most High, answered in humility: “Behold the
handmaid of the Lord; be it unto me according to thy
word.” And at this, the Holy Spirit came upon her, and
the power of the Most High overshadowed her all-
blameless womb, and the Son and Word of God, Who
existed before the ages, was conceived past speech and
understanding, and became flesh in her immaculate
body (Luke 1:26-38).

Bearing in her womb the Uncontainable One, the
blessed Virgin went with haste from Nazareth to the
hill country of Judea, where Zacharias had his dwelling;
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rejoice together with her, because, as she had learned
from the Archangel, Elizabeth had conceived in her
old age. Furthermore, she wished to tell her of the great
things that the Mighty One had been well-pleased
to bring to pass in her, and she greeted Elizabeth
and drew nigh to her. When Elizabeth heard Mary’s
greeting, she felt her six-month-old babe, Saint John
the Baptist, prophesied of the dawning of the spiritual
Sun. Immediately, the aged Elizabeth was filled with
the Holy Spirit and recognized her as the Mother of her
Lord, and with a great voice blessed her and the Fruit
that she held within herself. The Virgin also, moved by
a supernatural rejoicing in the spirit, glorified her God
and Savior, saying: “My soul doth magnify the Lord,

The Gospel

At that time, Jesus went to the district of Tyre and Sidon. And
behold, a Canaanite woman from that region came out and cried,
“Have mercy on me, O Lord, Son of David; my daughter is severely
possessed by a demon.” But he did not answer her a word. And his
disciples came and begged him, saying, “Send her away, for she is
crying after us.” He answered, “I was sent only to the lost sheep of the
house of Israel” But she came and knelt before him, saying, “Lord,
help me.” And he answered, “It is not fair to take the children’s bread
and throw it to the dogs.” She said, “Yes, Lord, yet even the dogs eat
the crumbs that fall from their master’s table” Then Jesus answered
her, “O woman, great is your faith! Be it done for you as you desire.”
And her daughter was healed instantly.

oday’s Sunday, Sunday of the Canaanite, is a prelude day

before the Triodion period which begins next Sunday. It is
called Sunday of the Canaanite as in the gospel we heard earlier
at Liturgy we heard the narrative of a miracle of Christ during his
meeting with a Canaanite woman. As our Lord Jesus Christ was
passing near the cities of Tyre and Sidon, cities now located in the
country of Lebanon, a Canaanite woman approached him and
cried, “Have mercy on me, O Lord, Son of David; my daughter is
severely possessed by a demon?” But he did not answer her a word.
And his disciples came and begged him, saying, “Send her away;,
for she is crying after us”

On the one hand a woman in pain of a mother, asking for help
for her daughter, and on the other hand Christ’s disciples, instead
of sympathizing and asking Christ to hear her plea, ask him to
send her away. Just because she was a Canaanite. Just because
she belonged to another nation and another religion. They had
not yet understood that the Son of God became man to save the
whole world. That God is the father of all mankind. That his love
embraces the whole world. That's why he tells them “I was sent
only to the lost sheep of the house of Israel” The Israelite people
are not the only people who deserve God’s love and salvation, but
all the nations are entitled to participate in His love.

Then the woman came and knelt before him, saying, “Lord, help
me.” And he answered, “It is not fair to take the children’s bread
and throw it to the dogs.” She said, “Yes, Lord, yet even the dogs eat
the crumbs that fall from their master’s table” Shocking dialogue.
Jesus asks the woman, “So you are asking me to take the bread that
my children have and feed it to the little dogs?” And the woman
with wondrous humility and even more wondrous faith says to
him: “I do not ask you for the bread of your children. But the little
dogs also get their fill from the crumbs that fall under the table.
A few crumbs I ask only of your love and strength” Impressed by
her response, Jesus exclaimed, “O woman, great is your faith. Be it
done for you as you desire” And her daughter was healed instantly.

Praise God’s name, my beloved brothers and sisters in Christ. How

great is His power, how wondrous His works. His one word is
enough to heal the woman’s afflicted little girl. But we too are being
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taught very great lessons. Not to despise anyone just because he
belongs to another race or religion. God is the father of us all and
we are brothers and sisters to each other. His love is ecumenical,
embracing the whole world. It is a mistake to think that God
only cares about us. It is true that Canaanite was a pagan. But she
had good intentions in her heart. She fully understood when she
met Christ that He was her only hope to heal her daughter. She
paid no attention to the insults of Christ’s disciples who wanted
to persecute her or who thought of her as the dog that would eat
their own bread.

The Heavenly Bread, the spiritual bread, is enough to satisfy the
whole world, for as a blessing of the Holy Eucharist says, “Broken
and divided is the Lamb of God; which being broken yet is not
divided; Being ever eaten, never is consumed; But sanctify them
that partake thereof”. This is the Bread we came to receive at the
Holy Communion today. And I want celebrating of the Godparents’
Sunday to welcome all the godparents and godmothers joyfully
and warmly, along with their godchildren, who came to receive
the Holy Communion today. It is such a great blessing. So great
and beautiful today. And I want to beg you, as Canaanite begged
Christ, to put more Sundays on your schedule for church. Is
there anything higher, anything more important, anything more
precious or valuable than the Divine Liturgy? Undoubtedly, there
is not. This is the greatest gift that every godfather can offer to
his godchild and certainly every parent can offer to his child. We
come to church, we hear the words of God, we receive the Holy
Body and Holy Blood of Christ, we meet with our fellow Orthodox
brothers and sisters, we dedicate our day to God, and we have a
beautiful, great, and blessed time. Happy Godfathers’ Sunday to
all. And if our Godparents or Godchildren are in the Kingdom
of the God at the heavens, they are also near and next to us as the
Holy Eucharist is the meeting point between heaven and earth.
And we pray for them that our Lord God place their souls where
the righteous repose at the kingdom of Heaven.

The Gospel

The Lord said this parable, “Two men went up into the temple to
pray, one a Pharisee and the other a tax collector. The Pharisee
stood and prayed thus with himself, ‘God, I thank you that
I am not like other men, extortioners, unjust, adulterers, or
even like this tax collector. I fast twice a week, I give tithes of all
that I get” But the tax collector, standing far off, would not even
lift up his eyes to heaven, but beat his breast, saying, ‘God, be
merciful to me a sinner!’ I tell you, this man went down to his
house justified rather than the other; for everyone who exalts
himself will be humbled, but he who humbles himself will be

exalted”

he Parable of the Pharisee and the Tax Collector, which

we heard today in the Gospel, marks the beginning of
the Triodion. The Triodion is a liturgical period that lasts for
ten weeks and will lead us up to Great and Holy Saturday.
Our church tradition designates the Triodion to commence
with this parable, as it teaches us that the starting point and
foundation of spiritual life is prayer. Sometimes people have
questions like: “Does God hear my prayers?”, “Why didn’t
God hear my prayer?”, “Which prayers does God hear?’;
“How should I pray?” Today’s parable gives us excellent
answers to all these questions.

Two men went to the church to pray. One was a tax collector
and the other a Pharisee. The first was a sinful man, while
the second was a righteous man, devoted to keeping God’s
law. However, despite appearing righteous, he had great
pride, which undermined the value of his prayer. He prayed,
standing in such a way that others could hear him, and said
in his prayer: “My God, I thank you that I am not like other
men extortioners, unjust, adulterers. I thank you that I am
not like that tax collector! I fast twice a week. I give a tenth
of all my income to charity” The tax collector, on the other
hand, did not even dare to approach the temple, nor did he
dare to lift his eyes to heaven. He only beat his chest and
begged God to forgive him for his many sins.

After recounting this story, Christ told His disciples that
God heard the prayer of the tax collector and justified him
by forgiving his sins, while the Pharisee remained in his
own self-justification. For whoever exalts himself will be
humbled, but whoever humbles himself will be exalted by
God.

Prayer, my beloved brothers and sisters, is our way of

communicating with God. God hears the prayers of
everyone. However, some prayers are pleasing and welcomed,
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while others
are not pleasing
to God. An
acceptable prayer
is one made with
humility. A prayer
that is filled
with pride and
words of pride is
not pleasing to
God. Thus, the
prayer of a sinful
person, who
repents for their
sins and seeks
forgiveness, is a
prayer that leads
to  justification
by God and
the forgiveness
of sins. Whereas the prayer of a righteous person, who
compares himself to others, to appear better and condemns
the others, is not heard by God, and God will humble that
person.

If we honestly investigate our hearts, we will see that
sometimes we think also like the Pharisee. We say that we
are not like other people but better than them. We don’t have
as many sins as they do. However, this comparison does not
benefit us at all. What would benefit us is a comparison
with truly righteous people, even with the Saints, to help us
understand that we are sinners. However, sinfulness should
not frighten us. Because God sent His Son and incarnate to
call us sinners to repentance. If something should worry us,
it is, on the one hand, impenitence, and on the other hand,
pride.

With today’s parable, we are taught that to ascend the first
step of the spiritual ladder of the Triodion, we need to pray
to God with humility and repentance. We don’t need to show
off our righteousness or our good deeds to other faithful
people. Nor should we despair if we are sinners like the tax
collector. The repentant sinners show us the way that leads
to salvation and the Kingdom of Heaven. Praising God, who
blesses us with entering this beautiful and spiritually rich
period of the Triodion this year, let us ask Him to grant us
the prayer of the tax collector and step by step, ascending
one by one the steps, ascend the ladder that leads to Holy
and Great Lent, to Holy Week, and to Holy and Great Easter.
