Message from FR. MICHAEL L. PASTRIKOS, PROTOPRESBYTER

My beloved in ChTiSt, as I am writing the
April’s newsletter, I realize that we are now in the
heart of the Great Lenten Period, and our spiritual
journey through Holy Week is coming very quickly.
Look what the months of March and April bring to
us every year. In the Orthodox Church, these months
are revered as months of Spiritual Cleansing. Jesus
was so certain of His purpose that He predicted when
and how He would die. Through Holy Scripture we
as Christians know and accept what Jesus did on the
Cross for us. The question that arises is, “What have
we done for Him?” I remember a few years back
we were handing out bracelets that
read, “What have you done for Christ
today?”
same words are still ringing in my
ears, every day, “What I have done
for Christ today?” It really makes us
think as the day passes, what have
we done for Christ? As Christians
we truly accept what Christ has done
for us, but we must define what we
are going to do for Him in return.
How terrible and dark would an
individuals life be if he/she kept
themselves further in darkness and
away from the light of Christ?

In fact, even today those

Every year the Church gives us an opportunity to
change our ways in life. If we did not have that ability
to change, then our life would not be worth anything
to Christ. This is why when we journey through Great
Lent every year, we are always reminded that if we
encountered mistakes during the year, we have the
opportunity to mend our ways and ask for forgiveness

just like Christ showed His love and compassion for
the thief on the Cross who asked forgiveness from
Christ for the sins and the mistakes that he made in
his life. He not only received forgiveness, but he also
entered the Kingdom of Heaven with Christ on the
same day.

In the Orthodox Church we realize that the
celebration of PASCHA, is a PASSOVER from one life
to the other. But today, sorry to say, there are people
who believe in this destructive concept that there is
no life after the grave. No matter what you tell some
people, their minds are so corrupted
and so closed that they do not want
to even hear about life after death. It
is very sad that these people believe
in the concept that there is no life
after death. We read in Holy Scripture
that after Christ's death, He showed
Himself not only to His disciples, but
to many other people. Try telling the
people who were affected directly with
Christ that His Resurrection from
the Cross was a myth. Try telling that
to the Apostles, to His Mother, the
Virgin Mary, who gave birth to Him.
Try telling that to Lazarus, and those who witnessed
his coming out from the tomb after he had been dead
for four days. What about the women who woke up
early in the morning to anoint His body, and how they
were surprised to find an empty tomb? So why would
God create this world and then destroy it if there was
nothing valuable afterwards? Do we build our own
homes and our wealth to destroy them? Absolutely
not! We continue to invest in our future. And that is
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what God did for us. He opened the gates of Paradise, and
He proved on the Cross, that passing from this life to the
other is a sure thing and not hear say. In fact, why would
God go through all of the trouble to come to the earth, and
be born of the Virgin Mary, and go through His trials, His
passions, His sufferings, and at the end be humiliated by
Crucifixion on the Cross? Who in his/her right mind would
go through that process if there was not something at the
end of the rainbow? I really feel sorry for the people who
do not believe that Christ was resurrected. Then there is no
personal resurrection from the dead for them. And then,
there will be nothing with which to fill one’s soul, deformed
by sin, a soul which by its nature is called by the Creator to
strive toward immortal eternal life.

In closing, I would like to remind everyone of the
Resurrection Hymn that we chant during Holy Pascha,
which gives us the true direction towards our salvation.

“Let us who have beheld the Resurrection of Christ,
worship our Holy Lord Jesus, who is alone without sin. We
worship Your Cross, O Christ, and praise and glorify Your
Holy Resurrection. For you are our God, and we know none
other besides You, and we call upon Your Name. Come
all faithful, let us worship Christ’s Holy Resurrection, for
behold through the Cross, joy has come to the whole world.
We praise His Resurrection and forever glorify the Lord. He
endured the Cross for us and by death destroyed Death”.

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HOLY FRIDAY - APRIL 30

When Friday dawned, Christ was sent bound from Caiaphas
to Pontius Pilate, who was then Governor of Judea. Pilate
interrogated Him in many ways, and once and again
acknowledged that He was innocent, but to please the Jews,
he later passed the sentence of death against Him. After
scourging the Lord of all as though He were a runaway slave,
he surrendered Him to be crucified.

Thus the Lord Jesus was handed over to the soldiers, was
stripped of His garments, was clothed in a purple robe,
was crowned with a wreath of thorns, had a reed placed
in His hand as though it were a sceptre, was bowed before
in mockery, was spat upon, and was buffeted in the face
and on the head. Then they again clothed Him in His own
garments, and bearing the cross, He came to Golgotha,
a place of condemnation, and there, about the third hour,
He was crucified between two thieves. Although both
blasphemed Him at the first, the thief at His right hand
repented, and said: “Remember me, O Lord, when Thou
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comest in Thy Kingdom,” to which our Saviour answered,
“Today shalt thou be with Me in Paradise” As He hung upon
the Cross, He was blasphemed by those who were passing
by, was mocked by the high priests, and by the soldiers was
given vinegar to drink mixed with gall. About the ninth
hour, He cried out with a loud voice, saying, “It is finished”
And the Lamb of God “Which taketh away the sin of the
world” (John 1:29) expired on the day when the moon was
full, and at the hour when, according to the Law, was slain
the Passover lamb, which was established as a type of Him
in the time of Moses.

Even lifeless creation mourned the death of the Master, and
it trembled and was altered out of fear. Yet, even though the
Maker of creation was already dead, they pierced Him in
His immaculate side, and forthwith came there out Blood
and Water. Finally, at about the setting of the sun, Joseph of
Arimathea came with Nicodemus (both of them had been
secret disciples of Jesus), and they took down the all-holy
Body of the Teacher from the Cross and anointed it with
aromatic spices, and wrapped it in a clean linen cloth. When
they had buried Him in a new tomb, they rolled a great stone
over its entrance.

Such are the dread and saving sufferings of our Lord Jesus
Christ commemorated today, and in remembrance of them,
we have received the Apostolic commandment that a fast be
observed every Friday.

Mary Magdalene, and the other women who were present
at the burial of our Saviour on Friday evening, returned
from Golgotha to the city and prepared fragrant spices
and myrrh, so that they might anoint the body of Jesus.
On the morrow, because of the law which forbids work on
the day of the Sabbath, they rested for the whole day. But
at early dawn on the Sunday that followed, almost thirty-
six hours since the death of the Life-giving Redeemer,
they came to the sepulchre with the spices to anoint His
body. While they were considering the difficulty of rolling
away the stone from the door of the sepulchre, there was
a fearful earthquake; and an Angel, whose countenance
shone like lightning and whose garment was white as
snow, rolled away the stone and sat upon it. The guards
that were there became as dead from fear and took to
flight. The women, however, went into the sepulchre,
but did not find the Lord’s body. Instead, they saw two
other Angels in the form of youths clothed in white, who
told them that the Saviour was risen, and they sent forth
the women, who ran to proclaim to the disciples these
gladsome tidings. Then Peter and John arrived, having
learned from Mary Magdalene what had come to pass,
and when they entered the tomb, they found only the
winding sheets. Therefore, they returned again to the city
with joy, as heralds now of the supernatural Resurrection
of Christ, Who in truth was seen alive by the disciples on
this day on five occasions.

Our Lord, then, was crucified, died, and was buried on
Friday, before the setting of the sun, which was the first
of His “three days” in the grave; observing the mystical
Sabbath, that “seventh day” in which it is said that the
Lord “rested from all His works” (Gen. 2:2-3), He passed
all of Saturday in the grave; and He arose “while it was yet
dark, very early in the morning” on Sunday, the third day,
which, according to the Hebrew reckoning, began after
sunset on Saturday.

As we celebrate today this joyous Resurrection, we greet
and embrace one another in Christ, thereby demonstrating
our Saviours victory over death and corruption, and
the destruction of our ancient enmity with God, and
His reconciliation toward us, and our inheritance of
life everlasting. The feast itself is called Pascha, which is
derived from the Hebrew word which means “passover”;
because Christ, Who suffered and arose, has made us to
pass over from the curse of Adam and slavery to the devil
and death unto our primal freedom and blessedness. In

addition, this day of this particular week, which is the
first of all the rest, is dedicated to the honour of the Lord;
in honour and remembrance of the Resurrection, the
Apostles transferred to this day the rest from labour that
was formerly assigned to the Sabbath of the ancient Law.

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HIS GRACE BISHOP APOSTOLOS OF MEDEIA

is Grace Bishop Apostolos of Medeia was born
HEvangelos Koufallakis on the island of Rhodes, Greece.

He is the second of four children of loannis and
Stergia Koufallakis. He completed his primary education on
the island of Rhodes. In 1990, he was accepted at the historical
Ecclesiastical School of Patmos, also known as Patmeada,
where he was first introduced to, and later mastered, Orthodox
Byzantine Music and Hymnology.

On April 29, 1993 Evangelos was tonsured a monk at the Holy
and Sacred Monastery of Panagia Paramethea, at which time
he received the name “Apostolos.” On June 20, 1993, Father
Apostolos was ordained to the holy Diaconate by his spiritual
father, Metropolitan Apostolos of Rhodes. He served the
Metropolis of Rhodes as the deacon to the Metropolitan, and a
year later received the Offikion of Archdeacon.

In October of 1995, Father Apostolos passed the General
Panellenian exams and was accepted at the University of
Thessalonica, in the area of study of Pastoral and Social
Theology. During his theological education, Father Apostolos
was ordained to the Holy Priesthood on July 28, 1996 and
received the Offikion of Archimandrite by Metropolitan
Apostolos of Rhodes. In March of 2000, having broadened
his theological education, Father Apostolos graduated with
the degree Master of Divinity after having broadened and
completed his theological education at the Aristotelion
University of Thessaloniki.

On October 11, 2001 Archimandrite Apostolos traveled to
the United States of America in an effort to further enhance
and expand his knowledge of theology. The following year,
Archimandrite Apostolos was accepted at Boston University
School of Theology in the Master of Sacred Theology program,
with a major in Philosophy, Theology, and Ethics. The degree
of Master of Sacred Theology was conferred upon him in May
of 2004.

During his graduate studies in Boston, His Eminence
Metropolitan Methodios of Boston, assigned Archimandrite
Apostolos as a visiting priest at the Annunciation Church
in Brockton, Massachusetts. After offering his service to
the parish of the Annunciation, His Eminence Metropolitan
Methodios appointed Father Apostolos as the proestamenos of
the historic parish of St. George of Southbridge, Massachusetts.
In September of 2003, Archimandrite Apostolos was transferred
to the Saints Anargeroi parish of Marlborough, Massachusetts,
and had served as its proestamenos. In February of 2004, His
Eminence Archbishop Demetrios of America appointed the
Archimandrite Apostolos Koufallakis as the Dean of the historic
Cathedral of St. Demetrios of Astoria. In November 2004, the
president and the members of the Society of Patmos made
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Fr. Apostolos an honorary
president. Four years later
on March 20, 2008 at the
Greek Independence Day
Celebrations, Fr. Apostolos
received a Citation of
Honor from Mrs. Helen M.
Marshall, President of the
Borrow of Queens, for his
“profound devotion to the
Greek  Orthodox  Church
and to the Greek American
Community” In  March
of 2009, His Eminence Archbishop Demetrios of America
appointed Archimandrite Apostolos Koufallakis as the director
of the Archdiocesan Hellenic Cultural Center.

In October 2011 Archimandrite Apostolos was appointed as the
Chancellor of the Metropolis of San Francisco by His Eminence
Metropolitan Gerasimos of San Francisco. On November 28,
2014 the Holy and Sacred Synod of the Ecumenical Patriarchate
unanimously elected Archimandrite Apostolos to the rank of
Auxiliary Bishop and was given the title Bishop of Medeia.
His ordination took place on December 20, 2014 at the Holy
Trinity Cathedral in New York. On November 15, 2018 Bishop
Apostolos was appointed Chief Secretary of the Holy Eparchial
Synod of the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese of America. On
January 9, 2019 His Eminence Archbishop Demetrios of
America appointed Bishop Apostolos of Medeia to be the
spiritual advisor of the National Greek Orthodox Philoptochos
Society.

Bishop Apostolos was tasked with the planning and organization
of the Enthronement Service and celebration of His Eminence
Archbishop Elpidophoros of America which took place on June
22, 2019. He was also entrusted the position of President of
the Planning Committee which organized the first Monastic
Synaxis which took place in Roscoe, New York from September
21-22, 2019. Additionally, Bishop Apostolos was appointed by
Archbishop Elpidophoros of America as the President of the
Coordinating Committee for the National Greek Education
Conference held in Flushing, New York on November 9, 2019.
More recently, Bishop Apostolos had the distinct privilege of
organizing the 45th Biennial National Clergy-Laity Congress
held from September 9-10, 2020 in which more than 1,200
delegates participated, more than any other National Clergy-
Laity Congress in the history of the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese
of America. On February 3, 2021 His Eminence Archbishop
Elpidophoros of America assigned His Grace Bishop Apostolos
of Medeia to assume the liturgical and pastoral responsibilities
and needs of the Greek Orthodox Metropolis of New Jersey.

Reflections on 2020-The Year of Covid-19 Pandemic

arch 16,2020—the day that the

State of Maryland was shut
down and our entire country, along
with the rest of the world, had come
to a standstill at the hands of Covid-19
from China. Each of us has been
affected to varying degrees, but life
for all of us was changed dramatically.
This is but a thumbnail sketch of the
damage done by this virus. Nurses,
doctors, hospital staff, transportation,
delivery workers, and supporting
personnel were overwhelmed with
the great numbers of patients needing
care and worked tirelessly during
many sleepless days. The pandemic
did not allow “business as usual” thus
causing thousands of businesses to
close their doors forever. Those who
had not lost their jobs were able to
work from home. Schools remained
closed to students; houses of worship
were closed to their parishioners.
Being social animals, we had taken
church, school, and the workplace for
granted.

Social distancing of 6 feet, facial
coverings when leaving one’s home
became common practice, as were
hand sanitizing. Domestic and world-
wide travel was curtailed. Scheduled
weddings, birthdays,
anniversaries, graduations, baptisms,
etc. had to be cancelled, postponed,
or altered to comply with current
mandates.

Those living in assisted
living or nursing home facilities were
isolated from visits from family and
friends.  Unfortunately, Covid-19
took the lives of too many—whose
loved ones could not be with them at

the hospital; nor could friends be with
their family at funerals to comfort
them and share their loss.

Duringtheearlyweeks of the pandemic
uncertainty about the future filled the
air: being isolated, unemployed led to
many cases of depression. The normal
daily routine of parents and children
had been altered. In the midst of
this pandemic waves of riots, social
protests, and movements of “cancel
culture” erupted in many American
cities putting unnecessary strains on
overworked law enforcing and fire
departments.

As time progressed many factors were
at work throughout the country to
assist in our well-being and varied

federal government issued economic
stimulus checks in an effort to ease
the drastic loss of income. Houses of
worship, as our St.Nicholas, provided
live streaming of liturgical services

from one State to another.

Easter. Later, a limited number of
parishioners were allowed to worship

begun for students. Restaurants with
limited seating were allowed to open.

Mandates were being lifted. However,
at the time of this writing Baltimore
City remains the only jurisdiction in
Maryland which has not complied
to lifting the restrictions as the 23
counties have done.

With the strong urgency from
our president the pharmaceutical
companies were able to develop

vaccines in record time, not the usual
2 to 3 years. Two such vaccines were
manufactured and made availOable to
Americans, giving immunity to the
groups who were most susceptible.
These vaccines and those currently
being developed are allowing the
country to gradually return to a
“somewhat normal” way of life for
those who have survived although
“caution” is still being advised.
