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Message from FR. GEORGIOS OIKONOMOU, PROTOPRESBYTER

My dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

Leaving behind the “Reaper”, the month of June, about which we
shared some thoughts in the previous issue of the Koinonia’, we now
welcome the summer months of July and August. In the first days,
on the 4th of July, we'll celebrate the United States’ federal holiday,
and we will celebrate it, as befits; with splendor and grandeur. We
commemorate the Declaration of Independence, which was ratified
by the Second Continental Congress on July 4, 1776. We thank God
for His blessing on this beautiful country, and we ask Him from
the bottom of our hearts to bless and protect the whole world by
bestowing His only true and eternal peace from above.

From this celebration we will be inspired, and we will then analyze
the word independence, which means both in Greek and English
languages that there is no dependence, slavery, captivity but freedom.
We could say that this celebration acquires a new great meaning
in our time as an exhortation to the modern man to resolutely
free himself from all kinds of addictions, to which he is attached.
Pathological conditions, addictions to alcohol, smoking, drugs,
but also addictions to the internet, to the mobile phone, to social
networks or to video games. Even addictions sometimes in people
through relationships, which while they are abusive and dangerous,
people do not find the strength to walk away and feel free. And the
declaration of Independence can be an occasion to reflect on these
issues, which are of great concern to modern man.

But the greatest declaration of Independence, however, in human
history, is without any doubt the proclamation of the preaching of
the Gospel. Our God, Who “is love” (1 John 4:16) absolutely respects
the freedom and self-determination of man. And our Christ strongly
condemns all those who want to conquer and dominate the nations
saying, “You know that those who are regarded as rulers of the
Gentiles lord it over them, and their high officials exercise authority
over them” (Mark 10:42). When He invites the listeners of His word
to become His disciples, He emphasizes: “ Whoever wants to be my
disciple must deny themselves and take up their cross and follow me”
(Mark 8:34). In other words, God does not want us to be His slaves
but His children and He wants us to do His holy will with love and
joy and not because of the fear of hell. This is why the Apostle Paul
writes to the Galatians: “ For you were called for freedom, brothers”
(Galatians 5:13).
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But people in the modern world seem
to have despised this God-given gift of
freedom and instead of accepting it with
joy they surrendered theirselves and
unconditionally to a slavery, acquiring
all these addictions, which torment
them. And yet, many times they live
enslaved and captive to their sins, not
caring about their spiritual health. Like
the patient who, while not feeling well,
does not go to the doctor, neglecting
his physical health and endangering
his very life. But there is always hope.
Always after the thickest darkness dawns the holy light of day and
after the Cross comes the Resurrection.

Let this year’s 4th of July be the day we celebrate the Declaration of
Independence, as also a personal Declaration of Independence and
Liberation. Asking for God’s help with heartfelt prayer and true
repentance, let’s make brave decisions and struggle to free ourselves
from whatever addictions hold us captive. To free ourselves once and
for all from burdens and guilty feelings, to take steps forward looking
to the future and eternity, to bravely forgive people who have hurt us,
wronged us, acted unfair to us. So that we too can with courage ask
the All-Good God in our prayer for His own forgiveness: “ forgive us
our trespasses, as we forgive them that trespass against us” (Matthew
6,12).

In closing, as in the coming months several parishioners will travel to
Greece or other destinations, we pray to God and ask Him fervently
to guard and protect all those who travel and all those who stay
here and that we all meet again strong and healthy at the end of the
summer, united with Christ’s love.

Introduction

The Feast of the Dormition of Our Most Holy Lady, the
Theotokos and Ever-Virgin Mary is celebrated on August 15
each year. The Feast commemorates the repose (dormition
and in the Greek kimisis) or “falling-asleep” of the Mother
of Jesus Christ, our Lord. The Feast also commemorates the
translation or assumption into heaven of the body of the
Theotokos.

Biblical Story
The Holy Scriptures tell us that when our Lord was dying

on the Cross, He saw His mother and His disciple John
and said to the Virgin Mary, “Woman, behold your son!”
and to John, “Behold your mother!” (John 19:25-27). From
that hour, the Apostle took care of the Theotokos in his
own home.

Along with the biblical reference in Acts 1:14 that confirms
that the Virgin Mary was with the Holy Apostles on the
day of Pentecost, the tradition of the Church holds that she
remained in the home of the Apostle John in Jerusalem,
continuing a ministry in word and deed.

At the time of her death, the disciples of our Lord who were
preaching throughout the world returned to Jerusalem to
see the Theotokos. Except for the Apostle Thomas, all of
them including the Apostle Paul were gathered together
at her bedside. At the moment of her death, Jesus Christ
himself descended and carried her soul into heaven.

Following her repose, the body of the Theotokos was
taken in procession and laid in a tomb near the Garden
of Gethsemane. When the Apostle Thomas arrived three
days after her repose and desired to see her body, the tomb
was found to be empty. The bodily assumption of the
Theotokos was confirmed by the message of an angel and
by her appearance to the Apostles.

Icon of the Feast

The Icon of the Feast of the Dormition of the Theotokos
shows her on her deathbed surrounded by the Apostles.
Christ is standing in the center (1.) looking at His mother.
He is holding a small child clothed in white representing
the soul of the Virgin Mary. With His golden garments,
the angels above His head, and the mandorla surrounding
Him, Christ is depicted in His divine glory.

Together with the Apostles are several bishops (4.)
and women. The bishops traditionally represented are
James, the brother of the Lord, Timothy, Heirotheus,
and Dionysius the Areopagite. They are shown wearing
episcopal vestments. The women are members of the
church in Jerusalem.

In front of the bed of the Theotokos is a candle (5.) that
helps to form a central axis in the icon. Above the candle
is the body of the Theotokos and Ever-Virgin Mary.
Standing over His mother is Christ holding her most pure
soul. Above Christ the gates of heaven stand open, ready
to receive the Mother of God.

This great Feast of the Church and the icon celebrates a
fundamental teaching of our faith—the Resurrection
of the body. In the case of the Theotokos, this has been
accomplished by the divine will of God. Thus, this Feast is
a feast of hope, hope in Resurrection and life eternal. Like
those who gathered around the body of the Virgin Mary,
we gather around our departed loved ones and commend
their souls into the hands of Christ. As we remember those
who have reposed in the faith before us and have passed
on into the communion of the Saints, we prepare ourselves
to one day be received into the new life of the age to come.

We also affirm through this Feast as we journey toward
our heavenly abode that the Mother of God intercedes for
us. Through Christ she has become the mother of all of the
children of God, embracing us with divine love.

Orthodox Christian Celebration of the Feast of the Dormition
The commemoration of the Dormition of the Theotokos
and the preparation for the Feast begin on August 1 with
a period of fasting. A strict fast is followed on most of the
days (no meat, dairy, oil, or wine), with the exceptions of
fish on the Feast of the Transfiguration (August 6) and
the day of the Dormition. Oil and Wine are allowed on
Saturdays and Sundays.

On the weekdays before the Feast, Paraklesis services are
held in most parishes. These consist of the Great Paraklesis
and the Small Paraklesis, both services of supplication and
prayer for the intercessions of the Theotokos.

The Feast of the Dormition is celebrated with the Divine
Liturgy of Saint John Chrysostom which is conducted
on the morning of the Feast and preceded by a Matins
(Orthros) service. A Great Vespers is conducted on the
evening before the day of the Feast. Scripture readings for
the Feast of the Dormition are the following: At Vespers:
Genesis 28:10-17; Ezekiel 43:27-44:4; Proverbs 9:1-11.
At the Matins: Luke 1:39-49, 56. At the Divine Liturgy:
Philippians 2:5-11; Luke 10:38-42; 11:27-28.
