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s the national “Thanksgiving Day” approaches we do

well to remember the spiritual roots of this as a Holy
Day. As we near the end of 2022, November is a special
period in which we always look forward to that special day
of Thanksgiving. The pilgrim fathers came to America as
religious refugees, seeking not only the freedom to worship
in a new land but believing that they had a God-ordained
mission to fulfill. In the past the early Pilgrims had their
problems, but they picked one day to bring peace in the
world and to their hearts. Thanksgiving is one of those
unique holidays that doesn’t really center on shopping
like we do at Christmas time. In America we celebrate this
day with family and friends when we, as
the pilgrims, gather to give thanks to God.
They thanked Him that they had survived
the harshness of the past year. Rather than
become embittered over their experiences,
they anchored themselves firmly in God’s
providence for the future.

Isn't it true, that in our society today, we have
everything that we can think of and yet, we
forget that all of this comes from God. This
is what the Pilgrims truly made that day--A
proclamation to thank God for their beliefs,
their values, and the blessing to be able to survive together
as one body and one nation. Today though, we tend to give
thanks for abundance. Do we ever get around to thanking
our Lord for all the bounties and blessings that He bestows
on each of us every day? The Pilgrims were giving thanks
for what they had in spite of great scarcity. We should learn
from them to give thanks to God not merely when we feel
particularly blessed, but when to all appearances it might
seem the opposite.

To me, the significance of this Thanksgiving Day is a day
to put away all hatred and the cares of the world. It is to
share with each other the essence of true fellowship and
love. Let’s not forget what has happened and still happening
today to nations all over the world. The many tragedies,
catastrophes, the years of challenges that we faced with
the old and new variants of the Corona Virus that killed
millions of people all over the world. Let’s not forget what is

happening in Ukraine. The winter months are coming, and
the destruction is still going on. Soon the people of Ukraine
won't have any electricity, nor gas to heat their stoves nor
heat their homes. Millions of people will start again to
leave their homes and country because of the continuous
bombings and killings that have destroyed thousands of
lives, homes, and businesses. Even today as we are thinking
of celebrating Thanksgiving, millions of people are without
homes, families are destitute and separated and have no
place to live. We have people who are living in shelters for
months and months wondering when the next meal will
come to them. This is the time in our lives that we should be
thinking and praying for others that are not as
fortunate as we are.

Apostle Paul tells us to give thanks to God in
all things, not merely when things are good.
(1Thess. 5:18) Thank God in the midst of want,
that is something to consider this year, and
always. We should be thankful to God that we
live in this country which is called America
the beautiful. This country is truly the land of
opportunity and blessed by God. Following the
example of our Lord, we can show compassion
for those who are hurting while having
the strength to bear our own burdens. Remember, our
America the beautiful, gives us the true way in celebrating
Thanksgiving Day. We can reach out and pray for others
who need our help especially during these difficult and
trying times, moments and events that this world is going
through.

As I said earlier in my newsletter that we should thank God
for what we have, but even though we have everything,
we, too, are quick to complain when things are not going
our way. But we must understand that the Lord sometimes
allows us to experience troubles and sorrows not because He
has forgotten us, nor because He wishes to punish us. No,
He allows them to occur as a bitter but necessary medicine
to heal our pride, our ego, and other daily failings that occur.
There are many examples of failures, and tragedies in life
that sometimes are unexpected and unexplainable. God
cannot be a police officer to everyone. We can't expect God
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to heal and correct every disease and every mistake we make in life.
Instead, we should learn from our mistakes and slowly, one by one,
correct them.

In closing, during the Holiday season, we know that thousands of
families are going to be without food and other general necessities.
When we help those in need, our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ will
reward us a hundredfold. This is what Thanksgiving is all about-

-Thanking God for the blessings He has given us, and that we
are also God’s instruments to help those who are needy and less
fortunate. We can be the expression of God’s presence and love in
the lives of others. Our sense of Thanksgiving will strengthen our
sprit of generosity.

May God bless all of you and have a great and blessed
“Thanksgiving Day”. Please stay safe!!

Protevangelion Story
The birth and early life of the Virgin Mary is not recorded

in the Gospels or other books of the New Testament,
however this information can be found in a work dating
from the second century known as the Book of James or
Protevangelion.

When Mary was three years old, Joachim and Anna
decided that the time had come to fulfill their promise and
to offer her to the Lord. Joachim gathered the young girls
of the neighborhood to form an escort, and he made them
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go in front of Mary, carrying torches. Captivated by the
torches, the young child followed joyfully to the Temple,
not once looking back at her parents nor weeping as she
was parted from them.

The holy Virgin ran toward the Temple, overtaking her
attendant maidens and threw herself into the arms of the
High Priest Zacharias, who was waiting for her at the gate
of the Temple with the elders. Zacharias blessed her saying,
“It is in you that He has glorified your name in every
generation. It is in you that He will reveal the Redemption
that He has prepared for His people in the last days.”

Then, Zacharias brought the child into the Holy of
Holies—a place where only the High Priest was permitted
to enter once a year on the Day of Atonement. He placed
her on the steps of the altar, and the grace of the Lord
descended upon her. She arose and expressed her joy in a
dance as wonder seized all who saw this happen.

The Virgin Mary dwelt in the Temple for nine years until,
reaching an age for marriage, she was taken from the
Temple by the priests and elders and entrusted to Joseph
as the guardian of her virginity.

The Entrance of the Theotokos into the Temple signifies
her total dedication to God and her readiness for her
future vocation as the Mother of the Incarnate Lord. This
is a feast of anticipation. As honor is shown to Mary, the
faithful are called to look forward to the Incarnation of
Christ, celebrated in a little more than a month by the
Feast of the Nativity on December 25.

Icon of the Feast

The icon of the feast tells the story of Mary’s entry into
the Temple. The High Priest, Zacharias, is in his priestly
robes standing on the step of the Temple. His arms are
outstretched, ready to greet and receive the Virgin. Mary
is shown as a small child, standing before Zacharias with
her arms reaching up to him. In some icons the young
maidens who served as her escort are depicted standing
behind her. Also, we see her parents, Joachim and Anna,
offering their child to God and His divine service. In the
upper center portion of the icon, the Virgin is seated on the
steps of the Holy of Holies. An angel is there, attending to
the one chosen by God to bring the Savior into the world.

s we turn the page of our calendar to the month of

November, we note the day of Thanksgiving which our
federal government had established to be celebrated on the
fourth Thursday of November.

Christ-named Plenitude of the Holy Archdiocese of America:

O holy Unmercenaries and Wonderworkers, visit our infirmities. Freely have you received, freely give unto us.

(Apolytikion, Plagal of the Fourth Mode)

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The Holy Saints Cosmas and Damian are the best example to all of us, as we consider

the work of our National Philoptochos on behalf of the benevolent and philanthropic

ministries of the Ecumenical Patriarchate. By definition, an dvaoyvgog — which literally

means, “one who refuses silver” — is the exact opposite of a piA&oyvoog, a “lover of silver,”

the appellation given to the Betrayer of the Lord who took the thirty pieces.

And it is the character of the Philoptochos, giving away the monies that it receives,

not hoarding or heaping up “treasures on earth” (Matthew 6:19), which is the character that

makes miracles happen in our midst.

Inspired by our little students who perform
on stage with such a pride using the Greek
Language, it is a great opportunity for
brainstorming on how we can actually retain
our language skills.
