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ow beautiful and blessed is the month of November, which we

welcome! Like every month of the year, it has its special blessings
and joys that accompany it. For the good and merciful God, “who
made seasons and years by His own authority” made time to flow
beautifully, rhythmically, as He blesses and sanctifies all times in our
lives. And so, time flows always, benevolently, and beneficially. In a
rhythm and manner that is gentle and sweet, so that it may lead us one
day beyond this time, into the eternity of God. It flows by composing
sorrows and joys, temptations and blessings, successes, and failures. So
that we may realize that all good things are God’s blessings, His gifts,
and give thanks as we ought from our own side and with sincerity,
from the depths of our hearts. This is the reason why the Apostle
Paul stressed when he wrote to the Thessalonians “give thanks in all
circumstances; for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus.”

November, then, is the month in which we find here in the blessed
land of America the beautiful and great tradition of Thanksgiving Day.
And it is the preeminent month that conveys more strongly than any
other time of the year the message of the importance of thanksgiving.
A life without thanksgiving is undoubtedly a life without joy, mired
in grumbling, misery, darkness, complaints, ingratitude, frustration,
discontent. In contrast, a life of thanksgiving is adorned with virtues
such as gratitude, joy, kindness, goodness, goodness, gentleness,
contentment, volunteering, almsgiving, charity, and ministering to the
weak. Above all, it is a life filled with a spirit of thanksgiving to God.

It is enough to think that the supreme Sacrament of our sanctified
faith, the sacrament of the sacraments, the Divine Liturgy, is called the
Eucharist. And the Saints who composed its texts, such as St. Basil the
Great and St. John Chrysostom, especially emphasize in the prayer of
Anaphora that by offering the His own of His own gifts to God, we
give thanks to Him for everything. Beginning with the creation of the
world and Adam, reaching to the incarnation of the Son of God for
the salvation of man after original sin, and reaching to the ultimate,
the eternal Kingdom of God. And we thank Him for all that we know
and all that we do not know, the innumerable manifest and invisible
benefits. We thank Him also for the Divine Liturgy itself, which He
receives from our unworthy hands, while thousands of Archangels and
myriad Angels are near Him.

And it is worth pointing out that even
God Himself asks for the “thank you”
Let us remember the sweet complaint
of our Christ when He healed the ten
lepers, and only one of them came back
to thank Him. And the Lord asked,
“Were not all ten healed? Where are the other nine?”

Let this year’s Thanksgiving be the occasion to express “thanks” first
and mostly to our Father “who art in heaven” To express “thanks”
to our beloved church, the blessed community of St. Nicholas,
by contributing to its operation with our generous Stewardship
Commitment Card and by volunteering our valuable time in the
various and multiple events. To express our “thank you” to our family,
our friends, our partners. Not to forget those who have benefited us
in any way in our lives, our teachers, our medical and nursing staff,
and all those who have been close to us with love during the difficult
times we have gone through.

And I, personally, as the new priest of this church, completing this
month one year since my arrival in St. Nicholas, sincerely feel that
I owe a thousand “thank yous” to you. For the welcome, the love,
the care, the relationship that we build little by little and step by step
and nurture with care and attention. We are now together in joy and
sorrows, in the good and the bad, in all the events of life, in births,
baptisms, marriages and - sadly - in deaths. We celebrate together
the feasts of our Church by offering worship to God and celebrating
the Divine Liturgy every Sunday. No matter how many “thank you” I
may say, it will always be a few to express my gratitude, appreciation,
and love to you. My thanksgiving becomes a heartfelt and fervent
prayer that the Most Merciful God may bless you and your families,
that He may cover you, protect you, guide you, enlighten you, grace
you. And together, in one mouth and one heart, may we all be
worthy to praise Him continually and to glorify His holy name.

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Feast of the Entrance into The Temple of
Our Most Holy Lady The Theotokos

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Introduction

The Feast of the Entrance into the Temple of Our Most Holy
Lady the Theotokos and Ever-Virgin Mary is celebrated on
November 21 each year. The Feast commemorates when
as a young child, the Virgin Mary entered the Temple in
Jerusalem.

Protevangelion Story
The birth and early life of the Virgin Mary is not recorded

in the Gospels or other books of the New Testament,
however this information can be found in a work dating
from the second century known as the Book of James or
Protevangelion.

When Mary was three years old, Joachim and Anna
decided that the time had come to fulfill their promise and
to offer her to the Lord. Joachim gathered the young girls
of the neighborhood to form an escort, and he made them
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go in front of Mary, carrying torches. Captivated by the
torches, the young child followed joyfully to the Temple,
not once looking back at her parents nor weeping as she
was parted from them.

The holy Virgin ran toward the Temple, overtaking her
attendant maidens and threw herself into the arms of the
High Priest Zacharias, who was waiting for her at the gate
of the Temple with the elders. Zacharias blessed her saying,
“It is in you that He has glorified your name in every
generation. It is in you that He will reveal the Redemption
that He has prepared for His people in the last days.”

Then, Zacharias brought the child into the Holy of
Holies—a place where only the High Priest was permitted
to enter once a year on the Day of Atonement. He placed
her on the steps of the altar, and the grace of the Lord
descended upon her. She arose and expressed her joy in a
dance as wonder seized all who saw this happen.

The Virgin Mary dwelt in the Temple for nine years until,
reaching an age for marriage, she was taken from the
Temple by the priests and elders and entrusted to Joseph
as the guardian of her virginity.

The Entrance of the Theotokos into the Temple signifies
her total dedication to God and her readiness for her
future vocation as the Mother of the Incarnate Lord. This
is a feast of anticipation. As honor is shown to Mary, the
faithful are called to look forward to the Incarnation of
Christ, celebrated in a little more than a month by the
Feast of the Nativity on December 25.

The icon of the feast tells the story of Mary’s entry into
the Temple. The High Priest, Zacharias, is in his priestly
robes standing on the step of the Temple. His arms are
outstretched, ready to greet and receive the Virgin. Mary
is shown as a small child, standing before Zacharias with
her arms reaching up to him. In some icons the young
maidens who served as her escort are depicted standing
behind her. Also, we see her parents, Joachim and Anna,
offering their child to God and His divine service. In the
upper center portion of the icon, the Virgin is seated on the
steps of the Holy of Holies. An angel is there, attending to
the one chosen by God to bring the Savior into the world.

More specifically,
we talked thoroughly and saw a video about Gartsi’s
visit to the house of the Greek president, Ioannis
Metaxas, and the answer given by the latter after
reading the ultimatum of the Italians. The children
heard the sermon of Metaxas on the morning of
October 28, where he called on all Greeks to fight to
defend their family, their lands and their history as
worthy of their ancestors. Then they saw how difficult
the conditions of war were and how important the
role women played in this very unequal battle! We
listened to Sofia Vembo's songs and finally drew
pictures that we decorated in our classroom! What
impressed me the most was how empathetic most of
the children were and how moved they were when
they saw a picture of a father kissing his daughter
minutes before he left for war!
