A MESSAGE FROM FR. MANUEL

With a deep feeling of gratitude to God and to all of you, I return to my position here at St. Nicholas Church effective January 1st. I arrived
home three days before Christmas and I wanted to be with you for one of the most beautiful times of the year. Christmas means so much to me, but
not as much as it did this year. From the moment I stepped back into the Church, I have felt the warmth of your love and I thank all of you for your
prayers during my time away.

I have been blessed in many ways. First of all, I have been blessed with an understanding Parish and Board who accepted my request and great
need to take time off from my duties here in order to work on my health and life as a person and also as a priest of God. The last six months have
not been easy for the community, and I am feeling sadness and pain about that. Now that I am back, I am ready and willing to take on the many
tasks of responsibilities of this parish and I will need your help and cooperation. I am confident that we will all move forward in a spirit of re-
newed love for God and His Church and bring the message of the Church to all.

The past six months have not been easy. Although the surgery that I underwent in August is considered routine, it was a life changing experi-
ence for me. My heart was stopped and worked on for a number of hours to give me life again. I do not remember anything during that time. Before
being put to sleep, I can recall a sense of peace come over me and I knew that both God and St. Nicholas were with me. I felt a presence as I entered
the operating room and I was no longer afraid. I placed my life into the hands of God and the doctors that he gave the talent to effect a cure. I
would not be here now if I did not have that surgery when I did.

Through that experience along with the time and work I invested in a rigorous program for priests, I have come to an even deeper relationship
with God than before. I know now for sure, without a doubt that God loves me and cares for me in a very real way. He is not a God far off in the
distance, but right here with us. He is in our heart waiting for us to discover Him. My prayer for you is that you will experience Him too in a very
real and meaningful way if you haven’t already. He has been born and is alive in the center of our hearts.
