special service or suffering for this glory.
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No saint better illustrates this truth than St. Basil the Great,
ose powerful, intellectual and spiritual qualities were victo-
us over the fragility of human life as well as the unique bur-

dens placed upon him by the Lord. Few saints have done so
much for or been as influential in as many areas of Church life
as Saint Basil.
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He was born ca 300 at Caesarea of Cappadocia to a wealthy
ristian family that produced five other saints, including his

brother Saint Gregory of Nyssa. Educated in the finest schools,

wh

ere he met and began a long relationship with Saint Gregory

of Naziansus, he soon become a successful teacher and lawyer.

However, the tragic death of a beloved brother altered the
course of his life. He renounced his earthy ambitions for the
monastic vocation. Eventually, he founded his own monastic
community in Pontus. His famous writings on monastic life
have had a lasting influence on both the Eastern and Western
Church.

After founding several other monasteries, he was ordained
a priest and in 370 made bishop of Caesarea. It was during this
time as a presbyter and hierarch that his reputation as one of
the giants of the Church was solidified.

During this period his writings on the nature of the Trinity
and the divinity of the Holy Spirit were largely responsible for
the eventual defeat of the Arian and other heresies in the East
that threatened to destroy the Church. Also, at this time he
fought tirelessly for reformation of the clergy, campaigned
against the evils of pagan society , continually ministered to
victims of drought and famine and established hospitals and
shelters for the poor.

His reputation as a gifted statesman, great Christian orator
and teacher and a man of extraordinary holiness, compassion

ST. NICHOLAS PLATEIA FUND RAISING COMMITTEE

As you know from our November Fund Raising letter, St. Nicholas
Church has been experiencing extreme financial difficulty caused by the
mortgage payment required as a result of financing the Plateia construc-
tion. The mortgage amount is $859,000.00 @ 5.5% interest, requiring
monthly principle and interest payments of $7,600.00

For the good of the Church, all parishioners and friends of St. Nicholas
are being asked to put aside their many mixed emotions regarding past
Plateia related activity. In the words of the Parish Council President, Mr.
Takis Papadopoulos, “this is not a time to resurrect the past but a critical
time to focus on the future!”

Our Fund Raising Committee made its second presentation at the
General Assembly meeting on December 4, 2006.

« We are proud to report that in only four weeks:

Seventeen (17) people have already made 4 year commitments as high
as $50,000.00 Total four year commitments now total $350,000.00 and
$39,250.00 has been received.

Fifteen (15) people have made annual donations ranging from $50 to
$5,000.00 Total annual donations now total $11,665.00.

Total deposits in the Fund Raising Committee account is $50,915.00. We
expect to make our initial payment to reduce the mortgage principle by
$50,000.00 before Christmas.

« We displayed our Progress Chart which has now been placed in the
Church Atrium.

» A question and answer session was held which resulted in an excellent
exchange of ideas. Please plan to attend future General Assembly meet-
ings as we need everyone’s input.

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« We asked those in attendance who have not made a commitment to do
50, and to request that everyone encourage their friends and family to find
it in their hearts to help. For this fund raising effort to succeed, St. Nicho-
las must have total community support and involvement!

It is clear that all of us want the saga of the Plateia put behind us... to
pay off the existing debt thereby allowing St. Nicholas to return to a sound
financial position, and.... to move forward with final decisions regarding
the Plateia.

—Disbursements from this account will be made exclusively for the pur-
pose of reducing the principle balance of the mortgage.

—All disbursements will be completed under dual signature authority

» The committee has established accounting procedures for all commit-
ment activity, receipts and disbursements.

« A letter has been sent to the Church’s Audit Committee encouraging
them to review all operational and financial activity of our committee.
Now it is everyone’s turn to help with a commitment!

Please understand the seriousness of this financial crisis, find it within
yourself to be as generous as possible and begin your donations as soon
as you are able. You may use the commitment form provided in the fund
raising letter that we mailed to all parishioners or contact the Church of-
fice. All commitment amounts are considered generous and are tax de-
ductible.

The holiday decorating contest sponsored by the Greektown CDC was
a success. Our neighborhood was decorated with many colorful and
brightly lit displays.

The development of new homes in the 800-900 blocks of Oldham Street
is proceeding. John E. Gavrilis met with the developers, KSI, who advised
that they are proceeding and expect heavy demolition of the old ware-
houses and Bob’s Transport to begin in early spring.

The Safety Ambassadors continue to monitor the cameras at the South-
eastern Police District. We need more help! We ask for one hour/month
of your time to assist us in Keeping Greektown one of the safest commu-
nities in the City. Please call John E. Gavrilis or Lori at 410-327-3306 to
sign up.

The City planted new trees along Eastern Avenue to replace those that
were damaged due to vehicle accidents.

and wisdom continued to grow. Through
all of this he maintained the strictest as-
cetic discipline and voluntary poverty.

Saint Basil’s service to the Church
came at great personal cost. His accom-
plishments were achieved while undergo-
ing intense mental anguish and physical
suffering. He was constantly under attack
from heretical forces in the Church and
state and often threatened with imprison-
ment, torture and death. He lost his close
friendship with Saint Gregory of
Nazianzus and saw his brother, Saint Gre-
gory of Nyssa, condemned and deposed as
a bishop.

Naturally frail and sickly all of his life
his devotion to duty, service to others,
struggles against the Church’s enemies
and extreme ascetic life left him weak,
worn out and beyond repair. He died 50
years old. His death was an occasion for
great mourning for both the Christian and

non-Christian communities.

Saint Basil’s remarkable story reminds
us that like us the Church’s saints experi-
enced life’s tribulations and that like them
we in turn share in the same divine glory
and grace that enabled them to overcome
these obstacles. Therefore, we also can
be victorious over any circumstance that
stands in the way of our service to God
and our eventual entrance into His King-
dom.
